




























































































































































































Fiscal and Economic Impact:

The cost of complying with the clarifying language to client records and skin care services is estimated
to include the following:. Clarifications of rule provisions regarding use of manual and mechanical devices and
equipment in the performance of services will likely reduce confusion and ambiguity without an appreciable fiscal
impact. Any fiscal or economic impact is expected to result from new rules establishing standards for laser hair
removal — safety guidelines and adherence to client intake assessment.

Statement of Cost of Compliance:

1. Impact on state agencies, units of local government and the public (ORS 183.335(2)(b)(E)): No
affect anticipated on state agencies, or local government. Laser skin care services are offered by a
percentage of certified estheticians — an exact number is indeterminate, however skin care services is growing as
consumer demand increases. The cost of compliance with practice standards, safety guidelines and client
disclosure statements may increase cost of service (passed on to consumers) — subject to individual practitioner
business practice, employment and work setting.

2, Cost of compliance effect on small business (ORS 183.336):

a. Estimate the number of small businesses and types of business and industries with small businesses
subject to the rule: An indeterminate percentage of licensed facilities will offer laser skin care services. Costs are
expected to be related to adherence with safety standards regarding the work environment, such as no mirrors in
certain areas where lasers are present, light shields, protective eye and skin equipment, warning signs and other

. safety precautions that may increase business costs. Client records and disclosure statements may increase business
costs. Some work environments (business premises) may need retrofitting to meet building standards. These costs
may range from a few hundred to several thousand dollars — depending on the particular site and what is required to
comply with the standards.

b. Projected reporting, recordkeeping and other administrative activities required for compliance,
including costs of professional services: v

Rules require practitioners providing services that use lasers to adhere to the American National Standard for Safe Use
of Lasers (ANSI) Z136.1-2007. The cost of the text is approximately $185. Proposed rules required more detailed
client intake assessment and providing information regarding laser services — standard client forms are available from
supply houses ($25 to $35 depending on personal preference); electronic records are acceptable and practitioners
may elect to develop their own forms based on content requirements — cost is minimal for creating and maintaining
electronic records.

c. Equipment, supplies, labor and increased administration required for compliance:

Safety equipment anticipated beyond current professional practice requirements —signs and protective equipment, first
aid — vary from $6 for certain safety signs to $200 - $300 for specific goggles and personal protective equipment. The
cost of the lasers and other equipment are based on practitioner preference and not regulated under these rules —
only that the devices/equipment used must be FDA registered and used according to manufacturer’s instructions and
for the intended use — within the practitioner’s scope of practice.

How were small businesses involved in the development of this rule?

Outreach to stakeholders, which includes the more than 4,500 licensed facilities and 8,300 independent contractors.
Additionally, the agency posted information on the board’s Web site, and produces news articles in the industry trade
papers (NorthWest Stylist) and through agency electronic newsletters (Licensing Line and Facial Forward). Minutes
and reports are posted on the agency’s Web site for review. Board members represented their diverse constituencies’

Administrative Rule Advisory Committee consulted?: Yes.

The agency and board has been conducting extensive outreach and fact-finding during since 2004, sending
notification to individuals on the official mailing list, trade newspapers (NorthWest Stylist), agency electronic
newsletter (Licensing Line / Facial Forward), and posted on the agency/board Web site. Meetings were held on
September 19, and December 7, 2005. Outreach was conducted with state agencies, organizations, associations and
interested parties, providing opportunity to attend the fact finding and board meetings and comment on rule
development. Special outreach meeting was conducted on March 17, 2007 with all licensed career schools and
instructors. All meetings were open to the public.
