e Changes all board composition to include at least 1 public member.

e Changes provisions that that Governor shall appoint only licensed physicians and broadens
selection to “health care providers.”

authorization to practice in a dormant status

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(j) Sanctioning any examination service provider, interpreter or proctor who is under contract or
agreement with the agency and who compromises the security, confidentiality or integrity of
examinations developed or conducted pursuant to the statutory authority of the boards and councils
listed in ORS 676.606;

(k) Adopting and enforcing all administrative rules promulgated under any statute the agency is
charged with enforcing, including board, council and program administrative rules establishing
professional code of conduct and practice standards, continuing education requirements, [on]
scope of professional practice issues [,], or informed consent disclosure requirements
before providing certain services or performing procedures on clients;

() Preparing, tracking and reporting agency performance measures;

(m) Implementing regulatory streamlining initiatives to reduce regulatory burdens without
compromising regulatory standards; [and]

(n) Preparing and circulating printed and electronic materials for educating or otherwise assisting
applicants, licensees, certificate holders, permit holders and registration holders and the public;

(o) Adopting rules to issue waivers or provisional authorizations to practice, pursuant
to programs regulated under ORS 676.606, and establishing special conditions of practice
during a period of a declared emergency by the Governor of Oregon or under an
Executive Order, whether arising from a natural disaster, accidental or intentional events
or the civil emergency aspects of resources shortages, subject to such limitations and
conditions as the Governor may prescribe; and

(p) Referring impaired practitioners to an agency approved or recognized diversion
program, and establishing criteria by rule for monitoring the impaired practitioner’s
progress and successful completion of the program in determining fitness to practice.

(2) The enumeration of duties, functions and powers in subsection (1) of this section is not
intended to be exclusive nor to limit the duties, functions and powers imposed on or vested in the
agency by other statutes.

SECTION 9. ORS 676.608 is amended to read:

676.608. (1) Pursuant to ORS 676.160 and ORS 676.605 to 676.607, the agency shall
carry out all investigatory duties provided in ORS 676.165 and [U] upon its own motion or
upon any complaint, the Oregon Health Licensing Agency may initiate and conduct investigations of
matters relating to the practice of occupations or professions subject to the authority of the health
professional regulatory boards, councils and programs listed in ORS 676.606.

(2) While conducting an investigation authorized under subsection (1) of this section or a hearing
related to an investigation, the agency may:

(a) Take evidence;

(b) Administer oaths;

(c) Take the depositions of witnesses, including the person charged;

(d) Compel the appearance of witnesses, including the person charged;

(e) Require answers to interrogatories;

(f) Compel the production of books, papers, accounts, documents and testimony pertaining to the
matter under investigation; and )

(g) Conduct criminal and civil background checks to determine conviction of a crime that bears a
demonstrable relationship to the field of practice. -

(3) In exercising its authority under this section, the agency may issue subpoenas over the
signature of the Director of the Oregon Health Licensing Agency or designated employee thereof and
in the name of the State of Oregon.
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
