Gretchen will provide information on
the Collaborative’s work and put forward suggestions to the
Collaborative received from the Commission.

Community Health Priorities (CHP) project: The project, a
partnership between the OHPC, the Northwest Health Foundation, and
the DHS Public Health Division, is focused on engaging Oregonians in
defining health priorities and policies. The project group created an
initial progress report, which is available at
www.communityhealthpriorities.com. A fall work outlining next steps
is being developed and will be shared with the Commission.

The Commission approved the proposed work plan overview and
continued involvement in the Health Reform Collaborative and CHP.

Other updates

State Coverage Institute: OHPR put together a team and will get
assistance from national experts on health reform. Fourteen states
are participating in the Institute.

RWJF Consumer Voices grant: The Oregon Health Action Campaign
is the lead applicant, which is intended to provide assistance for
consumer input into reform. OHPC and the Health Reform
Collaborative are providing input in the application development. The
grant application is due in September.

Next steps for the OHPC

In the next several months, OHPC will focus on SB 329
implementation. OHPC and other OHPR staff will be heavily involved.
Commissioners will review the SB 329 overview document and inform
Nora or Gretchen about interest in specific subcommittee(s).

OHPC staff will discuss with Representative Greenlick other areas of
OHPC involvement

Next meeting: the September Commission meeting is cancelled, but a
conference call may be held in September if necessary.
