Computer-assisted telephone 
interview (randomly dialed)

• How many people?
531

• Is that enough people?
Representative sample of the 
entire state
Margin of error: ± 4.25%
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What do you think is the #1 
problem in Oregon health care?
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How important is affordable health care 
for you and your family (on scale of 10)?
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All Oregonians should be 
guaranteed basic and routine 
health care services 
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Let working Oregonians use public 
health care plans with sliding 
scale payment
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Let uninsured Oregonians go 
without health insurance 

(use ER if needed)

1. Preventive/primary care services

2. Hospital services
3. Care for chronic diseases
4. Prescription medications
5. Dental services
6. Mental health care
7. Vision care
8. Substance abuse treatment
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Priority among groups

1. Infants and children to age  6
2. Pregnant women
3. Adults age 65+
4. Children age 7 to 17
5. Adults age 18 to 64
