AGGRAVATION

Commission Staff issued verbal instructions regarding

1. Licensee accepts responsibility for the violations as set out in the OLCC Violation Notice and the Amended Notice of Proposed License Suspension/Civil
Penalty. These were the Licensee’s first and second Category Il violations within two years. Any subsequent violation of this type within the same two-year

period will be charged at the third level.

2. The Commission’s Public Safety Program originally proposed the standard sanction of a 10-day suspension or $1,650.00 civil penalty for the first violation. The
Public Safety Program proposed a 30-day suspension or a $4,950.00 civil penalty for the second violation, and added two days for aggravation because the
Licensee received multiple verbal instructions for disorderly activity, for a total sanction of a 32-day suspension or a civil penalty of $4,950.00 in lieu of 30 days
with the remaining two days of the suspension mandatory. The combined sanction was a 42-day suspension or $6,600.00 civil penalty in lieu of 40 days with
the remaining two days of the suspension mandatory.

3. The Commission’s Public Safety Program will reduce the sanction by twelve days. This is equivalent to a 30% reduction of the standard sanction.

4. Licensee will pay a civil penalty of $4,950.00 by 5:00 PM on November 29, 2007 or serve a 30-day suspension beginning at 7:00 AM on December 1, 2007 and

ending at 7:00 AM on December 31, 2007.



Licensee withdraws its requests for a hearing.

If Licensee’s interest in the license expires before the Commission issue a final order on these allegations, Licensee agrees to accept a Letter of Reprimand for
these violations. This reprimand will become a permanent part of the Licensee’s Commission file and may be considered in any future application for a liquor
license by the Licensee.

This agreement is conditional upon final approval of the Oregon Liquor Control Commission and will be reviewed by the Commissioners at their November 2007
Commission Meeting. If the agreement is not accepted and approved in its entirety by the Commission it is deemed null and void and the Licensee’s hearing
rights will be restored.

Any subsequent
Category Il violation within the same two-year period will be charged at the second level. Any subsequent Category IV violation within the same two-year
period will be charged at the third level.

For the two Category V violations, the Commission’s Public Safety Program originally proposed the standard sanction of a three-day suspension or $495.00
civil penalty for each violation and added two days for aggravation because one of the violations occurred on more than one occasion, for a total of an eight-day
suspension or civil penalty of $1,320.00.

For the Category lll violation, the Public Safety Program originally proposed the standard sanction of a 10-day suspension or $1,650.00 civil penalty and added
four days for aggravation because the violation involved more than one employee and the Licensee received prior warning, for a total penalty of a 14-day
suspension or a $2,310.00 civil penalty.

For the two Category IV violations, the Public Safety Program originally proposed the standard sanction of a seven-day suspension or $1,155.00 civil penalty for
the first violation and a 10-day suspension or $1,650.00 civil penalty for the second violation and added six days for aggravation, because two minors and three
employees were involved in the violation, for a total penalty of a 23-day suspension or $3,795.00 civil penalty.



The combined sanction for these violations was a 45-day suspension or $7,425.00 civil penalty. The Commission’s Public Safety Program will reduce the
sanction by 10 days. This is equivalent to a 30% reduction of the standard sanction. The Public Safety Program will also withdraw the two days for
aggravation charged in the Category V violations.

Licensee will pay a civil penalty of $5,445.00 by 5:00 PM on November 29, 2007 or serve a 33-day suspension beginning at 7:00 AM on December 4, 2007 and
ending at 7:00 AM on January 6, 2008.

Licensee withdraws his request for a hearing.
