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STORM WATER POLLUTION CONTROL PLANS

1.  Requirement Reference:
AR 200-1, Chapter 2

2. Affected Units and Activities:  

a. AASF #1, Salem

b. AASF #2, Pendleton 

3.  Implementation:  


a.  AGI-ENV will monitor regulatory requirements and identify facilities where plans are required in the future, prepare plans, and provide copies of the plan, with implementation guidelines, to the facility EPOC.

b. The Facility EPOC is responsible for implementing any actions required by the plan.

c. Plans will be updated by AGI-ENV, as required by regulation or when significant changes occur at a facility.  Coordination will be maintained with affected site personnel. 

d. There are no Unit EPOC or SMW requirements, unless additional specific, written guidance is provided by AGI.

4.   Requirements Summary

a. Storm Water Pollution Control Plans are not required unless the facility is required to obtain a Stormwater Pollution Control permit IAW federal and state regulations. Generally, permits are required for specific operations where activities are directly related to transportation operations.  The plan is intended to address storm water discharges and resulting environmental pollution from the property.  AGI-ENV is responsible for determining where plans are necessary and developing required plans to the appropriate standard.  Facility and unit personnel must implement these plans once they are developed.

b. Correspondence between AGI-ENV and regulatory agencies (both EPA and DEQ) indicate that ORARNG flight facilities must comply with regulations for storm water pollution management. 

(1) The AASF #1 is covered by the existing Storm Water Pollution Control permit issued to the City of Salem for McNary Field and the supporting Storm Water Pollution Control Plan.  Requirements are also addressed in the existing Integrated Contingency Plan for the AASF #1 facility.  AASF #1 personnel must be knowledgeable of requirements of both plans and ensure those requirements are met.

(2) AASF #2 is required to have a Storm Water Pollution Control Plan of its own.  The Plan and implementing guidelines are being incorporated into an Integrated Contingency Plan for the facility. 

c. Due to an exemption provided in applicable law for military operations, no other ORARNG facilities require Storm Water Pollution Control permits or plans.  As changes in regulatory requirements or interpretations change, AGI-ENV will notify appropriate facilities personnel and develop required plans.  Plan development and implementation requirements will be coordinated with the applicable facility manager and EPOC.

5.  Submittal Requirements:

a. Submit any required documentation required by a current Storm Water Pollution Control Plan (coordinate with AGI-ENV).

b. Notify AGI-ENV by written memorandum of significant facility or operational changes that may affect a completed Storm Water Pollution Control Plan.

c. Request specific assistance from AGI-ENV for implementation requirements beyond the capability of facility personnel to accomplish (most of these should already be included in the Plan, however). 

6.  Documentation Requirements:

a. Maintain a copy of the applicable Storm Water Pollution Control permit issued for the facility.

b. Maintain a copy of correspondence from EPA and DEQ (provided by AGI-ENV) regarding requirements for Storm Water Pollution Control Plans at this annex.

c.   When received, file copy of facility Storm Water Pollution Control Plan at this annex.  Normally, these will be part of an Integrated Contingency Plan developed IAW guidelines published by EPA.  Due to size, an ICP or SWPCP may be filed in another location, provided a Memorandum for Record is prepared and filed at this annex, describing where the plan is kept.

d.    If specific guidance is developed to implement portions of an SWPCP, a copy of the guidance will be filed at this annex.
