2.  Affected Units and Activities:

a. Grants Pass Armory

b. Bend COTEF

3. Implementation:  

a. Drinking water is a facility issue managed by AGI-ENV.  Site-specific requirements, issues, or problems will be managed by the SMW, in coordination with AGI-O and assistance of AGI-ENV. 

b. There are no Unit EPOC or Facility EPOC requirements.

4.  Requirement Summary:
a. Drinking water obtained from private or community service wells must meet quality standards delineated in federal water quality standards.

b. Laboratory analysis must be performed annually, and results must be available at the facility.  Testing will be completed by AGI-ENV, and coordinated with facilities personnel.  Tests must completed for disinfectant levels, presence of bacteria, iron, manganese, hardness, alkalinity, volatile organic compounds, radioactives, lead, copper, and other components.

c. Drinking water available at 3-116 OMSS is provided by a system of wells managed by Umatilla Chemical Depot (UCD) personnel.  ORARNG has no requirement to sample or in any way manage the quality of drinking water at this site.

d. The quality of drinking water provided to soldiers in a field environment is a unit issue, controlled by Army directives.  Appropriate guidance can be obtained from USPFO-F.

5.  Submittal Requirements: None at this time

6.  Documentation Requirement:

a. File copy of operating permits or correspondence provided AGI-ENV at this annex.

b. File copy of results for annual water quality testing at this annex.
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
