2.   Affected Units and Activities:  

a. Every ORARNG facility with real property improvements

b. 3-116 CAV OMSS (UCD)

c. Bend COTEF 

3. Implementation:   

a.  Since HM is primarily acquired and used to support the military mission and a single report is required for each facility, the Facility EPOC is responsible for collecting HM inventory data from all users/tenants of the facility, and assisting AGI-ENV in completing EPCRA reporting requirements (annual State Fire Marshal Report).

b.  Unit EPOCs and the SMW are responsible for maintaining inventories of their HM and providing copies of inventories to the Facility EPOC, upon request.

4.   Requirement Summary:

a. Facilities possessing specific quantities of hazardous substances and/or Extremely Hazardous Substances must report these items to local emergency response personnel, the Local Emergency Planning Committee, and the State Emergency Response Commission.  This is done on a special form developed and distributed by the State Fire Marshal and known as the Annual Hazardous Substance Information Survey.  The annual survey form is specific to each affected facility and must be used in the reporting process.
b. The State Fire Marshal distributes report forms in bulk for all ORARNG facilities to AGI-ENV.  Sixty days are usually provided for submitting the final report after the forms are received.  
c. Once received, AGI-ENV distributes the appropriate report forms to the Facility EPOC for each affected facility, with instructions on completing and submitting required reports.   
d. The Facility EPOC must complete and submit the required form to AGI-ENV, as appropriate.  Cooperation is required from unit EPOCs, the SMW, and other tenants at the facility.  Assistance can be obtained from AGI-ENV.
5.  Submittal Requirements: 

a. All facilities must complete and submit a completed Annual Hazardous Substance Information Survey form to AGI-ENV by the suspense provided in distribution information.  AGI-ENV will collect required reports and submit to the State Fire Marshal by the published deadline.  

b. When notified by the State Fire Marshal or AGI-ENV, the Facility EPOC must complete and submit other reports by the assigned suspense date.  Coordination with others from the facility will be required.

6.  Documentation Requirements:

a. File a copy of the guidance provided by AGI-ENV and the completed Annual Hazardous Substance Information Survey form submitted to the State Fire Marshal at this annex.  Maintain reports for at least three years.
