PEST AND PESTICIDE MANAGEMENT

1.  Requirement Reference:
AR 200-1, Chapters 5 and 15

ORARNG Pam 200-1, Chapter 14





  ORARNGR 210-5, Integrated Pest Management Plan

2.  Affected Units and Facilities:

a.
Units and facilities that use regulated pesticides or spray pesticides that must be mixed before application. Currently, only State Maintenance personnel at OMD, Camp Adair, Camp Rilea, and Camp Withycombe perform these activities.

b.
Units or facilities where personnel use self-help pesticides.  This includes all ORARNG facilities throughout the state.

3. Implementation:   
a. The SMW is responsible for pest management at ORARNG armories, training sites, and other facilities.  The SMW must monitor local conditions, and determine the need for pest management requirements and the appropriate course of action.  The SMW must coordinate with AGI-O to resource requirements, obtain approval of the OMD Integrated Pest Management Coordinator, and monitor contract or work order execution, as applicable.  The SMW should receive annual training in pest management requirements from the OMD Integrated Pest Management Coordinator.  

b. No other person at an ORARNG facility should use any pesticide, even an off-the-shelf, self-help pesticide, without approval of the SMW.

c. The Unit EPOC and Facility EPOC must monitor activities in their assigned areas, notify the SMW of issues or problems related to pesticide use, and request pest management support, as necessary.

4. Requirement Summary 

a.  Unit and facility personnel shall comply with ORARNGR 210-5 for pest management requirements at ORARNG facilities. This includes maintaining an inventory of regulated pesticides on hand at the facility, as well as a current inventory of pesticide application equipment.  This will be done by the SMW or other “Pest Control Personnel” designated IAW Paragraph 3, ORARNGR 210-5.  No other personnel should possess pesticides at ORARNG facilities.

b.  No person shall apply restricted pesticides at any ORARNG facility unless certified by appropriate regulatory authority.  The use of "self-help" pesticides is authorized IAW provisions of ORARNGR 210-5.  

c.  Pest management via application of pesticides by certified applicators working for a licensed company may be obtained by contract for ORARNG facilities.  Contact AGI-O (503-584-3176) or AGI-ENV (Integrated Pest Management Coordinator, 503-584-3851) for assistance.  Personnel must refer to ORARNGR 210-5 for additional guidance.

d. Completion of the Pesticide Application Record (Appendix E to ORARNGR 210-5 is required to document all pest management activities at any ORARNG facility, regardless of who applies the pesticide.

e. The SMW must maintain a current inventory of pesticide use at the facility (Appendix C, ORARNGR 210-5).  This information is collected quarterly by AGI-ENV to satisfy reporting requirements to NGB and the State of Oregon.

f. Unit personnel must contact the SMW before using pesticides at ORARNG facilities in order to capture data on pesticide use and to assure compliance with requirements of this annex, Chapter 14 of ORARNG Pam 200-1, or ORARNGR 210-5. 

5. Submittal Requirements: 
a. The SMW must submit quarterly reports, or as otherwise directed, of pesticides used at the facility on the Pesticide Use Inventory (Appendix C, ORARNGR 210-5).  A schedule for reporting will be published to meet NGB or Oregon Department of Agriculture requirements.

b. The OMD Integrated Pest Management Coordinator must routinely submit reports of pesticide use at agency facilities to the Oregon Department of Agriculture.   
6.   Documentation Requirements (applies only to SMW, or as otherwise noted):

a. Maintain a current copy of ORARNGR 210-5, Integrated Pest Management Plan (may be kept electronically, when available).

b.  File a completed and current Inventory of Regulated Pesticides on hand at the facility (does not include self-help pesticides).  Use AGO Form 200-I-3 (Hazardous Material Inventory) for this purpose (list only pesticides for this requirement on the form) and file at this annex.

c.  Maintain a current copy of certifications from ODA or DOD, as appropriate, for facility personnel with authority or responsibility for pest management or pesticide use at this annex.

d.  Maintain copies of requests for pesticide work to be done on AGO Form 138 (Work Order Request) at this annex.

e.  Maintain copies of Pest Control Documentation Form (Appendix B, ORARNGR 210-5) completed for the facility at this annex.

f.  Maintain copies of Pesticide Use Inventory (Appendix C, ORARNGR 210-5) for the facility at this annex.

g.  Maintain Annual Pesticide Application Equipment Inventory (Appendix D, ORARNGR 210-5) for the facility at this annex.

h.  After application of regulated pesticides, file a completed Pesticide Application Record form (Appendix E, ORARNGR 210-5) at this annex.
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
