HAZARDOUS WASTE MANAGEMENT

1.  Requirement Reference:
ORARNGR 420-47


ORARNG Pam 200-1, Chapter 8

2.   Affected Units and Activities:  All ORARNG units and facilities 

3. Implementation:   

a. Unit EPOC must:

(1) Maintain a HW Determination Worksheet for unit waste streams (AGO Form 200-1-6).

(2) Maintain a HW accumulation area for the unit and/or facility.

(3) Keep current Emergency Response Info by each unit telephone (AGO Form 200-1-7). 

(4) Inspect applicable unit HW accumulation area weekly (AGO Form 200-1-8). 

(5) Clean up and dispose of waste materials from HW spills in area of operations or the HW accumulation area.  Wear and dispose of appropriate PPE per guidance from SAO-S.

(6) Arrange for disposal of wastes through the supporting OMS.

(7) Prepare any required HW Manifests.

(8) Participate in appropriate HW training to ensure requirements are known.

b. Facility EPOC must:

(1) Collect waste stream data and determine HW generator status for the facility annually.

(2) Ensure appropriate personnel receive necessary training and ensure compliance.

(3) Ensure current Emergency Response Information is kept by all telephones at the facility (AGO Form 200-1-7).

(4) Ensure appropriate HW training is provided to all units and tenants of the facility.

c. State Maintenance Worker (SMW) must:

(1) Maintain HW Determination Worksheet for SMW waste streams (AGO Form 200-1-6).

(2) Coordinate laboratory analysis of suspect wastes with AGI-O.

(3) Accumulate HW per instructions until ready for turn-in.

(4) Keep current Emergency Response Info by SMW telephone (AGO Form 200-1-7).

(5) Inspect applicable SMW HW accumulation area weekly (AGO Form 200-1-8). 

(6) Clean up and dispose of waste materials from HW spills in area of operations or the HW accumulation area. 

(7) Complete DA Form 2765-1 and turn in HW to the Supply Sergeant for disposal through supporting OMS.

(8) Participate in appropriate HW training to ensure requirements are known.

4.   Requirement Summary:  

a. Facilities that generate any solid waste must properly identify, manage, and dispose of those wastes in order to ensure compliance with regulatory requirements.  
b. Written procedures are normally required in order to ensure personnel understand what and when specific actions are required.  Some procedures are provided in ORARNGR 420-47, particularly with regard to regulatory requirements.  Other procedures, mostly relating to internal operations, must be developed at the facility and the unit level.  These procedures are most appropriately included in the unit or facility environmental SOP.
c. Each unit must annually identify all waste streams and determine which wastes meet the definition of “hazardous waste”.  This process is outlined in ORARNGR 420-47 and must be documented on AGO Form 200-1-6, HW Determination Worksheet, found at the end of Chapter 8 of this pamphlet.   
d. After determining which wastes are HW and the quantity of waste generated by the unit or facility, the “Generator Category” of the facility can be determined.  The Generator Category is based on the total amount of HW generated at the facility by all activities located there, so all activities must cooperate and provide required information to the manager of the facility.  This process is also outlined in ORARNGR 420-47.
e. The Generator Category of the facility determines HW management requirements applicable to the facility and to all tenants located at the site.  Since the actual status of the facility can change from time to time, it is difficult to document the exact requirements applicable to each facility in this pamphlet.  Status may change over time.  Therefore, understanding requirements and careful management is vital to complying with the law.  
f. The guidance provided in ORARNGR 420-47 and Chapter 8 of this pamphlet is quite detailed.  Although this annex attempts to summarize requirements, the references cited above must be frequently used in order to stay current with requirements and comply with the law.  
g. Various reporting requirements dealing with HW management are addressed in detail at Annex L of this pamphlet.
5.  Submittal Requirements: 

a. The Facility EPOC must submit a completed ORARNG Form 200-1-6, Hazardous Waste Determination Worksheet, for the facility to AGI-ENV by 1 March of each calendar year.

b. Any identified personnel must submit other special-purpose reports, as requested by higher headquarters or AGI-ENV.

6.  Documentation Requirements:

a. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW must maintain a current copy of ORARNGR 420-47.

b. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW must maintain a copy of current, applicable unit or facility SOPs that provide internal guidance and requirements to supplement ORARNGR 420-47 and this pamphlet on HW management, at this annex.  

c. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW must file a copy of the most recently completed ORARNG Form 200-1-6, Hazardous Waste Determination Worksheet, for their operations at this annex.  The Facility EPOC must maintain the official, consolidated form for the facility.  Maintain these forms for at least three years.

d. Unit EPOC must file copies of all completed DRMS Forms 1930, Hazardous Waste Profile Sheet at this annex.

e. If applicable, Unit EPOC must maintain a current EPA HW Manifest Register and file original copies of all Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifests (EPA Form 8700-22A) and supporting documents prepared for turning in HW to USPFO at this annex (Chapter 6, ORARNGR 420-47).

f. Unit EPOC must file a current copy of memorandum, Subject: Personnel Authorized to Sign Inert Certification/Ammunition Explosives and Dangerous Articles (AEDA) per Chapter 6, ORARNGR 420-47, for the affected unit at this annex.

g. Facility EPOC must file a current “Letter to Local Authorities From SQG”, or similar correspondence, as applicable and prepared IAW ORARNGR 420-47, at this annex.

h. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW must maintain a copy of the Weekly Inspection Sheet (ORARNG Form 200-1-8) at Annex N of this chapter.

i. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW must file copies of any applicable requests for required improvements or other materials necessary to comply with HW management requirements at this annex.
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
