POLLUTION PREVENTION PLANNING

1.  Requirement Reference:
ORARNG Pam 200-1, Chapter 9


ORARNGR 420-47

2. Affected Units and Activities:  Federally-supported facilities required to submit EPCRA Reports.  These facilities currently include:

a. Each OMS and OMSS, except the 3670th MC OMS (covered w/Camp Withycombe)

b. AASF #1, Salem

c. AASF #2, Pendleton

d. Camp Rilea

e. Camp Withycombe

f. COUTES

g. Others, as specifically notified by AGI-ENV in writing

3. Implementation:  

a. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW must understand principles of pollution prevention, participate in pollution prevention initiatives, and implement pollution prevention requirements at ORARNG facilities.  

b. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW must evaluate the use of chemicals in their areas of operations and select the least hazardous or toxic material suitable to accomplishing required tasks.

c. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW must minimize the creation of wastes as much as possible, reuse materials when practical, recycle when appropriate, and dispose of wastes as a last resort.

d. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW must participate in pollution prevention opportunity assessments conducted by AGI-O or AGI-ENV within applicable areas of responsibility.

e. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW must take every precaution to eliminate spills of regulated materials.  If spills occur, they must be reported and cleaned up IAW guidance provided in Chapter 11 of this pamphlet and ORARNGR 210-6.

4.   Requirement Summary:

A Pollution Prevention Plan must be prepared for the facilities listed above, due to the type of activity conducted at the site.  The Pollution Prevention (P2) Plan must be specific to the site and describe opportunities and methods to be used in reducing pollution at the site.  The focus is on preventing contamination before it is created rather than dealing with waste after it is generated.  There are numerous strategies, as described in Chapter 9 of this pamphlet, which can be used to meet regulatory requirements.  There is also a statewide P2 Plan which provides general discussion and details pollution prevention opportunities for consideration at all sites.

5.  Submittal Requirements: 


a.  Submit information requested by AGI-ENV to be used in developing site-specific Pollution Prevention Plans for ORARNG facilities.


b.  Submit requests for required plan updates, through command channels, to AGI-ENV.   

6. Documentation Requirement:

a.  File a copy of the ORARNG Pollution Prevention Plan prepared and distributed by AGI-ENV at this annex.


b.  Maintain at this annex a copy of the site-specific facility Pollution Prevention Plan, as applicable, which has been coordinated, prepared, and distributed by AGI-ENV at this annex.

c. File copies of requests to update specific plans that are submitted to AGI-ENV.

d. File copies of guidance regarding Pollution Prevention compliance at this annex.
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
