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ENVIRONMENTAL AUDITS, INSPECTIONS, AND ENFORCEMENT ACTIONS

1.  Requirement Reference:

2. Affected Units and Facilities:   All ORARNG units and facilities

3. Implementation:   

a. All personnel must understand requirements for dealing professionally and honestly with regulatory agency personnel during inspections or site visits.

b. Priority for escorting regulatory inspectors during an inspection is the Facility EPOC, a Unit EPOC, and the SMW.

c. Unit EPOC and SMW must direct regulatory agency personnel to the Facility EPOC.

d. Unit EPOC and SMW must assist the Facility EPOC during regulatory inspections and represent unit and AGI interests, respectively, during audits and inspections for applicable areas of responsibility.

e. Facility EPOC must represent the Commander, Facility Manager, and OMD, and escort regulatory agency personnel through the facility during an inspection.  

f. Facility EPOC must notify and coordinate requirements of regulatory inspections, reports, and enforcement actions with AGI-ENV. 

4.   Requirement Summary:

a. NGB performs an Environmental Compliance Assessment System (ECAS) audit of select ORARNG facilities every four years (+/-) IAW current policy and Department of the Army directives.  This is done by contract and managed by NGB-ARE (Environmental Resources Management Office).   The ECAS effort results in a Findings Report and Installation Corrective Action Plan for the ORARNG generally, and for each affected facility.  Unit and facility personnel must complete the "pre-visit questionnaire" provided to them by AGI-ENV, participate in the ECAS site visit when contractor personnel are present, maintain a copy of applicable portions of the Findings Report and ICAP, and implement required actions IAW command directives and coordination with AGI-ENV.
b. AGI-ENV will annually visit all ORARNG facilities and complete an Internal Compliance Assessment (ICAS) evaluation of the compliance status of the overall facility, as well as the tenant units and activities.  This assessment will result in a Findings Report and a corrective action plan.  The facility and each affected unit or activity must implement applicable requirements, and maintain a copy of the report and plan of action for the unit or facility to correct deficiencies.  In most cases, the corrective action will be coordinated through commands and be reviewed and approved by the Facilities and Environmental Management Board.    

c. AGI-ENV will annually complete the Installation Status Report, Part 2 (Environment) in accordance with NGB guidance.  This report primarily evaluates the ORARNG environmental program at the statewide level, but has implications for units and facilities.  Requirements that result from the ISR will be provided to the FEMB for review and approval.

d. Regulatory agencies may visit any ORARNG facility (announced or unannounced) at any time and perform courtesy visits or compliance inspections.  Inspection findings are normally transmitted in correspondence to the agency, and may result in a Notice of Violation or Notice of Non-Compliance if inspectors find problems.  Facility personnel must immediately notify AGI-ENV of a regulatory agency inspection, and AGI-ENV must notify NGB-ARE per current procedures and guidance.  Unit and facility personnel must also coordinate requirements to comply with regulatory agency findings with AGI-ENV.    
5.  Submittal Requirements: 

a. Facility EPOC must submit the ECAS Pre-Visit Questionnaire IAW guidance provided during distribution.

b. Facility EPOC must submit information supporting the ICAS process, as directed by applicable guidance.

c. Facility EPOC must submit copies of regulatory agency correspondence regarding environmental inspections or violations to AGI-ENV as soon as they are received.

d. Unit EPOC and SMW must provide information required for the Facility EPOC to complete requirements in (a) and (b) above.

e. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW, as applicable must immediately attempt to notify AGI-ENV when regulatory agency inspections occur.  Telephonic notification can be made by calling 503-584-3866/3862/3914, until appropriate personnel are contacted.  

f. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW, as applicable, must submit other information requested by AGI-ENV, as directed.

6.  Documentation Requirements:

a. Facility EPOC, Unit EPOC, and SMW must file a copy of applicable portions of the most recent ECAS Report, applicable portions of the approved Installation Corrective Action Plan, and relevant correspondence regarding the audit at this annex (provided by AGI-ENV).

b. Facility EPOC, Unit EPOC, and SMW must file a copy of the applicable portions of the most recent ICAS Report, corrective action plan, and correspondence specific to the ICAS assessment at this annex (provided by AGI-ENV).

c. Facility EPOC, Unit EPOC, and SMW must file a copy of any correspondence, Notice of Violation, or Notice of Non-Compliance from federal, state, or local environmental regulatory agencies at this annex.

d. Facility EPOC, Unit EPOC, and SMW must file a copy of other regulatory agency correspondence, correspondence with higher headquarters or AGI-ENV, or higher headquarters or AGI-ENV guidance on dealing with environmental inspections or audits at this annex.
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
