14-2.  SCOPE

This chapter applies to the management of pests and the use of pesticides at all ORARNG facilities, and to ORARNG and OMD personnel, whether full-time or M-day, federal, or state.

14-3.  BACKGROUND INFORMATION  

a. The ORARNG must maintain an effective, safe, and environmentally sound pest management program to safeguard public health, protect agency employees and facilities, and minimize environmental damage.  The ORARNG has adopted an “integrated” approach to pest management, using a number of methods to manage or eliminate pests.

b. The use of pesticides is an effective method of pest control.  However, DOD requires pesticide use to be reduced by all military services.  The integrated pest management concept allows for pesticide use, but only when non-chemical pest control techniques are not effective.  

c. The use, storage, and disposal of pesticides are regulated by the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide Act (FIFRA).  FIFRA is implemented in Oregon by the state Department of Agriculture.

d. All pesticides (substances that control insects, plants, mammals, and birds) must be registered with EPA before they can be manufactured and used.  An EPA-authorized pesticide must be sold in containers with specific instructions on the label which describe the only methods of use and target organisms which have been authorized for treatment.

e. When necessary, the ORARNG uses pesticides in facilities to control insects, rodents, and birds, and on lawns, parking areas and training sites for vegetation control.  Pre-packaged, self-help products may be applied IAW guidance provided in this chapter and ORARNGR 210-5.  Regulated pesticides must be applied by certified in-house pesticide applicators or by certified contractors.  In either case, pesticide use must be documented for management and reporting.

e.  The Oregon Department of Agriculture (ODA) implements pesticide applicator certification, use, storage, and disposal requirements.  ODA requires that all pesticide applicators be certified by the state.  This would include M-day, full-time technicians, or state employees using a pesticide that requires mixing prior to application.

f.  ORARNG training areas and facilities using in-house personnel to apply either general or restricted use pesticides must follow the provisions of ORARNGR 210-5.  Guidance is intended to address health, safety, and environmental protection relating to the use, storage, and disposal of pesticides and pesticide containers, and the reporting of pesticide use by fiscal year.

14-4.  ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE STATEMENT

a. The Integrated Pest Management Plan requires users of pesticides to manage them in order to protect personnel, the public, and the environment.  Proper pesticide handling and storage at ORARNG facilities are required.  Preparing contingency plans to clean up and report pesticide spills is also required.  Detailed requirements are defined in ORARNGR 210-5; all facilities and personnel must be in compliance with the plan.

b. The ORARNG Integrated Pest Management Plan exempts from regulation pre-formulated items such as aerosols, lotions, baits, and ready-to-use household pesticides.

c. Pesticide applicators must be certified to apply restricted use pesticides at ORARNG facilities.  Certification is not required to apply ready-to-use pesticides.

14-5  RESPONSIBILITIES

a.  AGI-ENV will: 



(1)  Maintain ORARNGR 210-5, the ORARNG Integrated Pest Management Plan.



(2)  Coordinate with AGI-O to ensure pest control contractors are properly licensed individuals or companies and that certified applicators are used.  Contracts will be negotiated for insect, rodent, bird, and vegetation control, as required.



(3)  Coordinate with training site personnel to provide information on alternative methods of pest control, and ensure that, when used, application of restricted use pesticides is performed by certified pesticide applicators.

b.  State Maintenance Worker will:


(1)  Request necessary pesticide services through AGI-O, using AGO Form 138 (Work Order Request) or other appropriate procedures and guidance.



(2)  Notify AGI-O and AGI-ENV prior to in-house personnel applying self-help pesticides at ORARNG facilities or training areas.



(3)  Document pesticide applications on the Pesticide Application Record Form, found as Appendix E in ORARNGR 210-5.

(4) Complete written documentation for pest control actions at the facility, as specified in ORARNGR 210-5.

c.  Camp Adair, Camp Rilea, and Camp Withycombe State Crews will:


(1)  Ensure ORARNG pesticide applicators are properly certified and receive necessary CEUs.  Maintain documentation of CEUs and certification, and provide copies to AGI-ENV.


(2)  Implement the ORARNG Integrated Pest Management Plan, pursue non-chemical pest management, when possible, and, ensure proper pesticide use, storage, and disposal procedures when they are used.



(3)  Document pesticide applications on the Pesticide Application Record Form, found as Appendix E in ORARNGR 210-5.

(5) Inspection all pesticide storage areas weekly using AGO Form 200-1-8.  File this form at Annex N to Chapter 20 of this pamphlet.

(6) Complete written documentation for all pest control actions taken at the facility, as specified in ORARNGR 210-5.

d. Unit EPOC and/or Facility EPOC will:

(1) Request assistance from the SMW or State Crew for pest control requirements.

(2) Prohibit using pesticides at ORARNG facilities without SMW and AGI-O approval.
