GUIDE TO ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE

SUMMARY. This pamphlet provides guidance to implement the provisions of ORARNGR 200-1, dated 1 August 2001.  It defines the responsibilities of directorates, commands, and facility managers in meeting environmental compliance requirements.  It also identifies environmental program areas and includes applicable references, a compliance statement, a list of general responsibilities, and questions that may be asked at any level as a checklist to determine compliance status. 

Commanders must recognize their responsibilities, identify potential problems that may require immediate action, and comply with applicable guidance.  This pamphlet will assist in defining applicable requirements and responsibilities at the unit and facility level.  Some commanders are also appointed as Armory Managers, responsible for facility compliance as well as unit operations.  This pamphlet addresses both situations.
