1. Review of Minutes: The first order of business was to review the Safety Meeting
minutes from the June, 2009 meeting. The minutes were approved as written. Brue
Vollstedt motioned and John Unger second.

2. Status of OSHA Consultant: Tim indicated he, Robin Webb, Jeff Beck, and Bruce
Vollstedt along with Marc Snook met with the OHSA Consultant. There were no glaring issues
that needed to be fixed immediately. Another meeting is scheduled with an Industrial Hygienist
to look at the Bloodborne Pathogen, Asbestos and Haz Com program on the 20™ of August. The
intent of this visit was to have OSHA come out and look at our policies and paper work.
