* Child lives with two unmarried biological parents; FHIAP creates two files and places the child with the adult that results in the largest subsidy for the family. Other parent will complete own application.

FHIAP definitions:

Dual Enrollment: FHIAP is required to collect overpayments when any person enrolls in both OHP and FHIAP at the same time. 

Group: Refers to Employer Sponsored Insurance (ESI) for either a single person or a family.

Individual: Refers to private health insurance plans when purchased by an individual or family, like Kaiser or Blue Cross.

Lives: Number of people actually enrolled in a health plan as opposed to number of applications.

Period of Uninsurance: Applicant or family member must have been uninsured for six months prior to signing the application, OR currently on a school/college health plan OR currently on OHP. 

Producer: The new name for health insurance agents. FHIAP is not an insurance plan, it only helps pay premiums. FHIAP refers applicants to trained producers to help choose and purchase health insurance when ESI is not available.

Qualifying Event: Employees don’t need to wait for open enrollment and can add dependents to work plan anytime of the year with most employers because FHIAP is a qualifying event. If the employer refuses to enroll the employee or the applicant no longer works, the applicant may sign up for individual private health insurance.
