EXISTING RECREATIONAL CAPACITY AND ANNUAL ATTENDANCE

Based on known attendance figures and the size of the
existing development, it is possible te arrive at a figure
which indicates the approximate number of users per acre.

At this time (1983) there are about 30 acres of developed
land. This figure includes 10 acres of parking, boat ramp
facilities and maintenance yard area and 20 acres devoted
primarily to picnicking. Assuming an annual attendance
figure of 200,000 results in an annual average density of
10,000 users per acre.

Since this number of users does not seem to overly tax the
resources of the park or the staff, it will be used as the
base figure for future planning in picnicking areas.

FUTURE RECREATIONAL CAPACITY AND ANNUAL ATTENDANCE

Park facility standards based on average use as well as
the known use of Hat Rock facilities were used to develop
the following estimates of future attendance and facility
use. These figures are for development of new facilities.

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Comprehensive Plan & Zoning

The comprehensive plan is the governing document in the
county's land use planning and development process.
Although Umatilla County's planners have not completed
their comprehensive plan, they have developed the West
County Framework Plan which provides the required guidance.
This plan was adopted by the County Planning Commission on
May 3, 1978.

The area encompassed in the West County area includes the
cities of Echo, Hermiston, Stanfield, and Umatilla, as
well as Hat Rock State Park.

Since the County has experienced recent rapid growth and
has a need for additional recreational opportunities, the
County has adopted the following policy:

The county will "...encourage further acquisition and
development of parks, recreation sites and open spaces in
West County for appropriate agencies of local, state and
federal governments."

They will alsc "encourage the establishment of a County
system of scenic drives and trails to allow ease of
circulation between points of dinterest, and to further
community identity."

In the West County Framework Plan, Hat Rock is designated
as a Special Treatment Area. This means that it is an
area which does not fall into other categories but
presents special opportunities which must be coordinated.

The Tlands around Hat Rock are designated as agricultural
lands except for the lands immediately adjacent to Lake
Wallula. These Tlands are open space Tand. The land at
the intersection of Routes 730 and 207 is an area which is
designated for agricultural review.

The county is in the process of applying for exemptions to
certain areas designated as agricultural Tands. These
areas could then be used as Rural-Residential land. This
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would allow for Jlow density residential use of one
dwelling unit for one, two or four acres, depending on the
specific needs. Some of the Tands around Hat Rock are
shown as alternate areas of Rural-Residential use.

Zoning for the park is F-8, park zone. This zoning f1s
designed to preserve natural or scenic drive areas as
permanent park Tand. Development, except for trails,
picnic areas and some camping, will be discouraged.
Preservation of existing woodlands, stream courses, and
other natural features will be the prime determinant of
permitied uses. Permitted uses include the following and
their accessory uses: non-commercial, picnic ground,
campground, nature trails.

Lands adjacent to the park are zoned as follows:

Land to the south is zoned F-1, or exclusive farm use. A
small section of Tand north of the park fronting on Lake
Wallula is zoned R-3, urban residential, which allows all
types of residential development at medium density. Land
northwest of the park is R-4, a recreation/residential
zone. Across from the park entrance the land 1is zoned
C-1, commercial.

A small
section of land north of park is zoned R-3, urban residential,
and allows all types of residential development at medium
density. Northwest of park is R-4 zoning or a
recreation-residential vone. A small plot of land fo southwest
of park is zoned C-1, commercial.

Park is designated P or Public. Land uses on public land have
not been considered.

VISITOR SURVEY

In the summer of 1980, Oregon State Parks conducted a
visitor survey throughout the state in order to determine
who the typical park users are and what they like and
don't like about the parks.

At Hat Rock, there werea 181 responses to the survey with
the feliowing results:

The majority, 65%, of the visitors are from Oregon,
with 67.5% of those people coming from Umatilla
County, Sixteen percent of the visitors are from
Washington and 6% from California.

About half of the visitors were at the park for the
first time, but nearly 30% had visited the park at
least 5 times in the past year.

Forty percent of the visitors plannad on staying at
the park for one to three hours. The activities that
they would engage 1in were as follows (in order of

preference}:

Picnicking 49,7
Swimming 37.0
Hiking 17.7
Sightseeing 17.7
Qutdoor games 14 .4
Fishing 13.3
Nature Study 11.6
Boating 10.5

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AGENCY & PUBLIC NOTIFICATIONS

In the course of preparing the Hat Rock Master Plan, the
staff has been in contact with various planning agencies
and others who might be interested in or affected by the
plan.

The following data is a summary of those meetings.

CORPS QF ENGINEERS - Owner of a portion of land included
within Hat Rock Boundaries.

December 1981 - We received a copy of the Corps "Draft
McNary" plan. It was reviewed and approved with some
questions and suggestions.

January 29, 1982 - The staff attended a meeting in McNary
at which the Corps' McNary plan was reviewed by all
applicable agencies. Notes from that meeting follow.

LEWIS AND CLARK COLLEGE - Adjacent landowner to the east.

The College is working on a proposal for the development
of their property which would 1include a recreaticnal
development adjacent to the park property. They have
agreed to keep a 200-foot wide zone adjacent to the park
free of structures in order to proftect our recreation
values. .

They have also agreed to sell to the Parks Division those
parcels of land which are in the platted area known as the
town of Cold Springs.

ADJACENT LANDCWNERS

In August of 1982, the park staff met with those local
landowners who owned property which we are interested in
acquiring. Notes from those meetings are attached.
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LOCAL PLANNING AGENCIES

The Park staff has been in contact with various local
planning agencies from the beginning of the plan
preparation. In February of 1983 a meeting with all those
agencies was held in McNary. The notes from that meeting
arg attached.

PLAN REVIEW

Prior to the planning agency meeting held in February 1983
in McNary, copies of the preliminary plan were sent to all
affected agencies as well as to adjacent home and property
owners. The media were also notified of the meeting and

of Parks' willingness to hold a public hearing if required.

Responses to the preliminary plan were generally very

favorable. Minor changes in wording were suggested and
incorporated into the final edition of the plan.

Hat Rock Master Plan
Meeting in McNary at Port of Umatilla Offices
January 29, 1982

About 20 people attended the meeting from various agencies, including

the Umatilla County planners and commissioners, City of Umatilla,
Port of Umatilla, the Corps of Engineers -- local and district,
Federal Fish and Wildlife Service, Lewis and Clark College and State

Attending for State Parks were Owen Lucas, Cindy Vergari, and Nancy
Gronowski.

The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the Corps' draft plan for
the McNary Dam and to coordinate various draft and preliminary plans
from other planning agencies. :

We spent a lot of time initfally getting organized and dﬁscussﬁng who
should be the lead agency to coordinate the various planning efforts.

Many questions were raised about the Corps' master planning process,
especially since there seemed to be a noticeahle Tack of coordination
between the Corps' private planning firm and various local pubiic
agencies. The Corps had an 18-month contract with a private firm who
was responsible for all planning efforts. The contract has been com-
pleted and the Corps now has all responsibility for the plan. Many

-agencies, including the County, were unaware of plans being done and

did not receive copies of the draft plan.

In the context of draft plan, the Corps was only concerned with plan-
ning on Federal lands. Since many agencies were not contacted, I
wonder how well planning efforts with Tocal agencies were coordinated.
At present, there are a lot of plans being worked on with Tittle coor-
dination. The County is aware of these plans and is now going to act
as lead agency and coordinator, -

Port of Umatilla - The Port is looking for additional waterfront lands
from the Corps. They have no specific plans for these lands, but want
to have them available. The Corps is unwilling to release lands for
specuiation, The Port will investigate their future needs more
thoroughly and make specific proposals to the Corps. They would 1ike
to have more Tand between McNary Park and Hat Rock State Park. We need
to watch these proposais.

City of Umatilia - The City is about to do a five-year review and
update of their approved comprehensive plan. They will be looking

at the Corps' proposals for local recreation, bike trail connections,
etc. We need to coordinate with the City where possible.

McNary Yacht Club/Marina ~ The Corps' proposal for a new marina at the
present McNary Yacht Club caused a Tot of discussion between a former
member of the club and the Corps. The discussion centered on the
club's right, if any, to private use of the facility and the Corps*
need to provide public facilities for launching and boat storage. I
explained the Park's position on access problems and additional traffic
going through the park to the marina. 1 also stated that the State
Parks was not particularly interested in running a marina/concession
operation. ’

State Parks - The general tone of the meeting seemed too preliminary
for a formal presentation of our proposed plans, especially since there
are to be changes made based on our discussion with Lewis and Clark
CoTlege. I gave a brief oral description of the kind of developments
we will be proposing and indicated that we would have plans socon.

Lewis and Clark College - Glenn Gregg discussed very briefly Lewis and
Clark's plans for their land. He declined to be very specific about
their plans, but did describe their planned marina. He stated that he
was in favor of our plans. He is planning future contacts with the
Corps and with his lawyers. We will keep Glenn informed as to our
plans and proposals.

Corps of Engineers - The Corps spent a lot of time defending themselves
from criticisms of not involving the Tocal government agencies at the
proper time and alsc in having problems in responding to permit and
land use requests in a timely fashion. We need to get together with
the Corps to discuss our proposed future land acquisitions, the marina
and our development plans.

The meeting ended around 5:00 with many contacts being made and future
coordination being facilitated.

After the meeting, Glenn tock me for a quick look at Lewis and Clark's
property. They have very extensive holdings Tocated high above the
river. There are many good views and the land is seemingly i11-suited
for any uses other than residences.

August 10, 1982 1:30 p.m. Ray Wilson and I met with
Charles Kik at his home in Hat Rock Estates. We discussed our
preliminary master plan proposals with him, He is generally in
favor of our plans and had the following comments.

i. Entry to park and campground - Kik said many people from
housing development use the store at the campground, should not
impede that circulation.

2. Kik feltl our plans to change the road and parking lot
configuration through the existing picnic area made sense. The
road access easement to the housing development is in his

name. Since no deeds for those plats of land in the housing
development have any mention of access through the park and
since Kik felt there would be no controversy about making a
change, he suggested that we simply notify the property owners
of our intent. I will prepare a draft letter explaining our
proposal and the impact it will have on the property owners,
Kik gave us a mailing 1ist for all the owners in Hat Rock

Estates.

Except for 50 acres overlooking the park at the west end and three
unsold tots in Hat Rock Estates, Kik has no ownership of property
around Hat Rock.

August 10, 1982 4:30 p.m, Ray and I met with Andy and
Joel Conforth who, atong with their father Al, own most of the 1and
south and west of the park. We are interested ipn acquiring that
part of their land which lies between Route 730 and the park
entrance. Ownership of this land would allow us to establish a more
park-1ike entrance and have a better intersection design at our new:

The Conforths might be interested in trading for a piece of land of
equal value if there were something that met their needs, i.e. with
development or farming potential. They are interested in a parcel
of Corps of Engineers' land which is contiguous to their land, Ray
will look into the possibility of arranging a deal with the Corps.

August 11, 1982 8:00 a.m. Ray and I met with Peter and
Sandra Sharp who represent the owners of the land around the ponds
north of the park's BLM property. Sandra Sharp is trustee for the
land which is owned by her two sons who are now living in Arizona.
We are interested in acquiring their land for a future campground,
fish pond development, and foot trails. We also need this area for
the road to the beach area at Lake Wallula.

Judging from the conversation about the property, I don't think they
have access to the land at this time.

Mr. Sharp expressed interest in developing the property as private
campground - paddle boats, water slide, full hook-ups and control of
users., They would like to develop some kind of income producing
property, which would give them a monthly supplement for their sons.

They might consider trading for a parcel of land of equa) value, but
they will have to consider their sons' wishes. There is some
sentimental value to this 1and on the part of one of their sons.

August 11, 1982 11:30 a.m. Ray and I met briefly with Mike
and Kathy Jewet, owners of the Hat Rock Mobile Court and
Campground. (Als0 Mike Jewett's father and Kik are partners in a
sanitary disposal service.)

We discussed the master plan proposals with them, especially the
park entrance changes and the proposed campground. Mike is in facor
of leaving the straight access to Hat Rock Estates but doesn't mind
changing access road io boat Taunch and picnic area,

Mike is nmot in favor of our developing a campground in the state
park since they own a fairly large campground which is not filled to
capacity. They have 58 campsites, 15 of which are used for monthly
rental. They also have room to expand the camping area in the
future by about 40 sites. About 25 mobile homes are located around
the edge of the camping space. This will probably not be increased
since a mobile home park would require streets, curbs, etc. A
portion of an existing grass play space at the center of the court
will be changed to a paved tennis court to provide additional
amenities for campers., Mike told us that many campers request
swimning facilities and are not pleased with Hat Rock's pond.

Most campers at Hat Rock campground are in trailers and do not have
boats. Most think the campground is part of the State Park
facilities. 6.34

In light of the discussion with Mike about his campground operation,
it seems unnecessary to press for a State Parks campground
development at this time, It doesn't seem like we need to compete
with the private sector to provide a service for which there is not
a large demand.

Conclusions

1. The entry road plan should be revised to allow easy access
between Hat Rock Estates and the Hat Rock Campground store.

2. We should note on the plans that our campground development is
a future proposal when the land is availble and when a need is

clearly demonstrated.

3. We should proceed with the notification of the Hat Rock Estate
owners about the change of the road and parking lot
configuration.

Presentation to Local Planning Agencies

On Tuesday, February 15, 1983, at 10:00 a.m., I presented the
preliminary version of the Hat Rock Master Plan to representatives
of many of the local planning agencies. The meeting was held in the
boardroom of the Port of Umatilla offices in McNary.

Attending the meeting for Parks were Joe Paiva, Bob Franklin, Cindy
Vergari and Nancy Gronowski. The following agencies were
represented: the Umatilla County Board of Commissioners, the Port
of Umatilla, Umatilla National Wildlife Refuge, the Armmy Corps of
Engineers, the Umatilla County Planning Department and the City of
Umatilla. The Hermiston Herald and radio station KOHU 2lso sent
representatives. Also present were the man who owns the trailer
park at the park entrance and the man who developed the Hat Rock
Estates residential homesites north of the park.

‘The master plan presentation consisted of the following topics of

giscussion.

Introduction - The various Park representatives were identified and
their functions made known, [ discussed briefiy the purpose of the
meeting which was to have the opportunity for al} the planning
professionals to meet together and review our plans. Emphasis was
placed on the flexibility of the plan and also on the fact that we
would be glad to hold a public meeting if it was required.

Planning Process - I outlined our master planning process rather
briefly, explaining how we put together a master plan. A graphic
presentation of the process probably would have been helpful, but it
seemed that there were no particular problems with anyone
comprehending the process.

tand Use Plan - After a brief discussion of the new poster plan
format and explanation of the Jooseleaf notebooks, I discussed the
tand use plan. In addition to explaining the site inventory process
and the overlay mapping method, I"also explained the four different
categories of land uses and noted that the land use plan then served

as the framework for the development plan.

User Needs - Use of the visitor surveys as a planning tool was
discussed as the next step in arriving at a development plan.

Development Plan - After listing the general goals that we have
determined are important at Hat Rock, I explained in some detail our
proposed development plans. [ also went over our proposed land
acquisitions and discussed the fact that we have no money in the
foreseeable future for funding any of the Targer development
proposals for the park.

At the conclusion of this poftion of the presentation, [ asked for
guestions and comments.

Generally speaking, comments were favorable, especially from the
Corps and the County planners. The gquestions related to
clarification of some minor points. The following points were
raised.

1. The residents of the housing development are anxious to
maintain easy access to the store which is located at the Rat
Rock Campground, located near the park entrance. We can
accormodate this need and still accomplish our entrance
improvements.

2. The Corps would like to see more boat handling facilities.
Unfortunately, there is no room for anything else except for
the addition of courtesy handling docks at the boat launch

ramps.

3, The Corps would like for us to agree to allow hunting on the
parcels of Corps land which we are proposing to acquire.

4. The County planners suggested that we include historic
interpretation ¢f the Cold Springs Landing site in our proposed
deve lopment of that area., This area has been identified by
them as an Historic Site under Goal 5.

5. The Fish and Wildlife representative was concerned about
development near the Cold Springs stream which runs through the
park. There is actually little development near this stream.
Most of the wildlife use of this area will occur during the
winter and spring months when park visitation is low.

The meeting lasted about an hour and covered all the items that
needed to be discussed. I felt that all the representatives
understood and approved of our preliminary plans. I doubt that we
will be requested to hold a public hearing on this plan.

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Ownership, Leases & Easements

Hat Rock State Park is a 715-acre park operated by the
State under a variety of ownership, lease, patent and
easement arrangements. One hundred seventy-five acres are
owned outright by the State; another 320 acres are given
to the State under conditions of a BLM patent; and 220
acres ara leased by the State from the Corps of
Engineers. The entry road from Route 730 to the park is
on an 80' easement granted to the State and traffic going
to the residential development north of the park travels
on a 60’ easement through the central picnic area in the
park. Another 60 foot easement exists across the
southeastern corner of the BLM patent land which allows
the Corps of Engineers fto have access to a gravel pit.

BLM PATENT CONDITIONS

On July 5, 1966, State Parks was granted a BLM patent (No.
36-67-0001) for the southern half of Section 14, ToN,
R29€, in the Willamette Meridian. The parks were given
and granted this land by the United States of America for
pubTic park purposes only, with certain reservations being
held by the BLM for water rights, Federal Aid highway and
mineral deposits.

The Tand must be used so as to comply with the provisions
of the approved plan of development filed with the BLM on
November 7, 1963 and also with the approved plan of
management filed on December 23, 1965.

This agreement also includes the easement for a 60-foot
wide right of way over the southeast corner of the land for
an access road to a quarry operation in the vicinity. The
road is a private road and will be maintained by the USA,
The easement will be terminated after non-use for a 5-year
period.

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The approved management plan states that we agree to:

1. Maintain the lands open to use by the public for
public recreational purposes without discrim-
ination.

2. Make no more than a reasonable charge for use of
facilities. The charges are subject to approval
by BLM.

3. Develop and manage lands in accordance with the
approved plan.

4. Secure the approval of the Secretary of the
Interior on plans prior to beginning construction.

5. Maintain the facilities constructed in a
satisfactory condition.

The development plan states that the BLM area will be
developed 1in conjunction with other facilities in the
state-owned Hat Rock Park. The area will be developed by
creating a small lake through containment of a little
stream flowing through the site. We will also improve
this development by planting of trees and construction of

a footpath.

We plan to use the Tand for state park purposes for public
recreation in connection with the general public use.

CORPS OF ENGINEERS LEASE

We also have a 25-year lease which expires June 11, 2003
for 220.14 acres of land and water which we lease from the

Corps of Engineers.

The terms of the Jlease consist of a number of general
condifions  relating to approval by the Corps for
construction plans and admission fees, rights of the Corps
and the State, revocation and renewal of the lease and
inventory of the property.

We are obligated to administer and maintain the premises
in accordance with the Corps Master Plan, the General
Development Plan and an Annual Management Program.

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EASEMENTS

We also have agreements for righis of way to and through
the park. The state has granted to a private individual a
60-foot wide right of way through the middle of the park
from the north boundary of the ol1d COR&NC Railrcad right of
way to the Hat Rock Tracts, the housing development to the
north. In return, the State was given an 80-foot wide
right of way from Highway 730 to the park entrance in which
we have constructed, operated and maintained a highway.
These easements were both part of the initial purchase
agreement for the 175 acre state-owned portion of the
park.

Many problems have arisen from these initial agreements.
Hat Rock Tracts has been developed and generates quite a
lot of traffic which, of necessity, goes through the
middle of the park. This is potentially unsafe for park
users and also requires that the park remain open to the
public at all times.

Another problem is the visual aspect of the trailer park
and campground which has been built at the entrance to the
park. The circulation system at the entrance is also
confusing and dangerous.

UTILITIES

Wle have a number of agreements for easements with various
utility companies for such things as transmission lines,
electric service, water and telephone. A list of the file

numbers for all these easements and agreements is included
in this section.

There are a number of parcels of land adjacent te the park
boundaries which should be acquired and added to the
park's acreage and there is also a portion of the park
property which could be sold or exchanged for other lands
of more value to the park.

Parcels which should be acquired or disposed of include
the following:

CORPS OF ENGINEERS PROPERTY

A portion of the present park property is leased from the
Army Corps of Engineers and the Corps owns additional land
which we would T1ike to include in the park. A large por-
tion of that land is to the north and east of the existing
boundaries. It includes prime wildlife habitat, the Cold
Springs recreation area and about a mile of the old rail-
road bed which would provide an excellent pedestrian and
bicyclist path connection between the major recreation
areas.

CONFORTH PROPERTY AT RGUTE 730

This property is between the existing park boundary and
Route 730 and is on both sides of the 80-foot easement for
the park entry road. It 1is important that Parks acquire
this land to protect the scenic guality of the entrance
and ensure that no development occurs in that area,

SHARP PROPERTY

Between the eastern portion of existing park property and
the Corps of Engineers property, lies a triangular piece
of property which has some small ponds on if. Acquisition
of this property would provide the parks with some very
good recreation opportunities. It would be an excellent
addition if campdrounds are to be developed in the park,
and it also would provide an area for fishing as well as
wildlife habitat and another area for foot trails.

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LEWIS & CLARK COLLEGE PROPERTY

Lewis & Clark College owns about 3,700 acres of TJand
adjacent to or near Hat Rock State Park. Most of this
land will be developed 1in the future for housing,
vineyards, and recreation., Lewis & Clark owns a few very
small parcels west of the county road at the Cold Springs
recreation area which are of no particular use to their
development. Acquisition of these would enable the park
to develop a better internal circulation system. Lewis &
Clark College has expressed their interest in selling us
these parcels; unforiunatey, we have no funds with which
to buy them at this time.

BLM PROPERTY SOUTH OF ROUTE 730

Presently, a large parcel of the park property is BLM
patent land which belongs to the park as Jong as it s
used for park purposes. Part of this land 1ies south of
Route 730, away from the main body of the park. It is
Tand which is of no use for park development. If the U.S.
government has no objections, we should dispose of this
tand, either by selling it or by trading it for one of the
more desirable parcels as described above.

The BLM also owns property near the park entrance at Route
730. A1l or part of this parcel should be added to the
park property in order to protect the scenic quality of
the park entrance.

A27.0 Applicability,

The repulations covergd in this Part 327 shall be applicable to water resouree
development projects completed or undex construction, administered by the Chief
of Engincers, and te those portions of jointly administered water resource devel-
opment projects which are under the administrative jurisdiction of the Chief of
Engineers. ALL OTHER FEDERAL, STATE AND LOCAL LAWS AND REG-
ULATIONS REMAIN IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT WHERE APPLICABLE
TO THOSE WATER RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS.

327.1 Policy.

(a) Tt is the policy of the Secretary of the Army acting through the Chi
Engineers to manage the natural and coltural resources of each project in the pu
interest, providing the public with safe and healthful recreational opportunitics
while protecting amt cnhancing these resources.

(b Unless otherwise indicated hercin, the term *‘District Engincer’” shall
include the autherized representatives of the District Engineer.

{¢} The term *“project™ or “*water resource development project”” refers to the
water arcas of any water resource development project administered by the Chiet of
Engineers and to all lands owned in fee by the Federal Government and all facilities
therein or thereon of any such water resource development project.

{(d) AIl water resource development projects open for public use shall be
available 1o the public without regard to sex, race, color, creed, or national origin.
Mo lessee, licensee, or concessionaire providing a service to the public shall
discriminate against any person because of sex, race, creed, color, or national
origin in the conduet of the operations under the lease, licensc, or concession
contract.

327.2 Vehlcles.

&
(a) This section pertains to all vehicles, including, but not limited to, automa-

biles, trucks, motorcycles, mini-bikes, trail bikes, snowmobiles, dune buggies, all

terrain vehicles, bicycles, and trailers, campers, or any other such equipment.

() Vehicles shall not be parked in violation of posted restrictions, or in such &
manner as to endanger any project property or environmental feature. The owner of
any velicle parked in violation of this section shall be presumed to have parked it,
and unless rebusted sich presumption wilt be sufficient to sustain a conviction as
provided for in §327.27,

{c) The operation of a vehicle off roadways is prohibited except ut locations and
times designated by the District Engineer.

{d) Vehicles shall be aperated only in accordunce with posted regulations.

(e} No person shall operatc any vehicle in & careless, negligent or reckless
manner so as to endanger any project property of environmental feature.

{f) At developed areas, vehicles shall be used only for ingress and egress unless
otherwise posted.

{g) Except as authorized by the District Engineer no person shall operate any
motorized vehicle without a proper and effective cxhaust muffler, or with an
exhaust mutfler cutout open, or in any other manner which renders the exhaust
muffler ineffective in muofiling the sound of engine exhaust.

327.3 Vessels.

(a) The placement and/or operation of any vessel or watercraft for a fee or profit
upon project waters ar lands is prohibited except as authorized by permit, leasc.
ligense, or concession contract with the Department of the Army. This section
{327.3) shall not apply to the operation of i izl tows or p ger-carrying
vessels not based at a Corps project which utilize project waters as & link in
continuous transit over navigable waters of the United States.

(b} Vessels or other watercrafts may be operated in the project waters except in
prohibited or restricted areas in accordance with posted regulations and applicable
Federal, Srate, and local laws,

. {c) The operation of vessels or other watercraft in a carefess, negligent, or
e

ckless manner so s to endanger any property or person (including the operator
and/or user(s) of the vessel or watercraft) is prohibited.

(d) Al vessels, when inuse, shall have safety equipment on bourd in compliance
with U.S. Coast Guard boating safety requirements {CG-290; 46 CFR 25.30; 33
CFR Part 175).

{¢) Vessels or other watercraft while moored in commercial facilitics, commu-
nity or corporate docks, or at any fixed or permanent mooring point may only he
used for overnight occupancy when such use is incidental to recreational boating.
Vessels or other watercraft are not to be used as a place of habitation or residence.

() Water skis and similar devices are permitted in noncestricted areas except that
they may not be used in a careless, negligent, or reckless manner so a8 to endanger
any property or person including the user or operater of the towing vessel.

(g} All vessels when not in actual use shall be removed from the project unless
securely moered at morring facilities approved by the District Engineer. The
placing of floating or stationary mooring facilities to, or interfering with, a buoy,
channel marker, or other navigational aid is prohibited.

(h) The use at a project of any vessel not constructed or maintained in compliance
with the standards and requirements established by the Nationlal Safe Boating Act
of 1971 (Public Law 92-75, 85 §tat] 213), or promulgated pursuant to such act, is
prohibited.

(i} The discharge or placing of sewage, gallcy waste, garbage, refuse, metal cans
or pollutants into the project waters from any vessel or watercraft is prohibited.

(j) Except as authorized by the District Engineer, no person shall aperate any
vessel or watercraft without a proper and effective exhauvst muffler, or with au
cxhaust muffler cutout open, or in any other manner which renders the exhaust

.muﬂ'ler ineffective in muffling the sound of engine exhaust.

317.4 Aircraft.

(a} The operation of aireraft on project lands other than at the landing areas
designated by the District Engineer is prohibited.

(1) Any use of project waters by aircraft is subjeet to the following restrictions:

{13 Such use is limited 0 seaplanes at the misk of the owner, operator, and

passengens).

(2) Seaplane operations contrary to the prohibitions or restrictions established by
the District Enginecr (pursuant to part 328 of this title) are prohibited. The
responsibility to ascerain whether or not projects, or partions thereof, are available
for seaplane operations or whether seaplane operations are prohibited or restricted
is incumbent upen the person(s) contemplating the usc of, or using, such waters.

{3 All operations of seaplanes while upon project waters shall be in accordance
with marine rules of the road for power boats or vessels.

{4) Seapianes on project waters and lands in excess of 24 hours shail be securely
moored at morring facilities and at locations permitted by the District Engineer,
Seaplancs may be temporarily moored on project waters and lands, except in areas
protibited by the District Engineer, for periods less than 24 hours providingnat (i)
the mooring is safe, secure, and accomplished so as not to damage the rights of the
Uovernment or members of the public and (i) the operator remains in the vicinity
of the seaplane and reasonable available to relocate the seaplane if necessary.

{5) Commiercial operation of seaplanes from project waters is prohibited without
written approval of the District Engineer following consultation with and necessary
clearance from the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) an other appropriate
public authorities and effected intorests.

{6) Mo person shall operate any seaplane while on or above project waters or
adjzcent project land ina careless, negiigent, or reckless manner so as te endanger
any person or property. Seaplancs may not be operated at Corps projects between
sunset and sunrise unless adequate lighting and sopervision are available.

{c) Nothing tn the preceding provisions bestows authority to deviate from rules
amt regulations or prescribesd standards of the appropriate State Aeronautical
Agency, or the Federal Aviation Admintstration, including but not limited to
regilations and standerds concerning pilot certifications or ratings, and airspace
tequirements.

(&) Except in extreme emergencies threatening human life or serious property
loss, the air delivery of any person or thing by parachute, helicopter or other means
onto praject lands or waters without written permission of the District Engineer is
prohibited.

(€} The provisions of this section shatl not be applicable to aircraft engaged on
official busines of the Federal Government or used in emergency rescue in acecord-
an¢e with the directions of the District Engineer or forced to land due to circum-
stances beyond the contro! of the operator.

327.5 Swimming,

Swimming, diving, snorkling, or seuba diving at one’s own risk is permitted,
cxcept at launching sites and other arcas designated by the District Bngineer.

327.6 Picnicking.

(a) Picnicking is permitted, except in those arcas where prohibited by the District
Engineer.

(k) Picnickers shall keep their sites free of trash and litter during the period of
oceupancy and shall remiove all personal eguipiment and clean their sites upon
dezparture.




327.7 Camping,

(a) Camping is permitted only at sites and/or aress designated by the District
Enpineer.

(b) Camping at one or more campsites at any one project for & period longer than
14 consecutive days is prohibited without the written permission of the District
Engineer. Written permission is required tor camp at any project in excess of 14
days during any 30-day period.

(¢} The placement of camping equipment on 4 campsite or intermitient personal
appearance at 2 campsite for the purpose of reserving a designated campsite for
future occupancy is prohibited without the written permission of the District
Enginger.

(d) The digging or leveling of any ground or the construction of any structure
without written persmission of the District Engineer is prohibited.

{e) Campers shali keep their campsites free of trash and Jilter during the period of
eccupancy ane shall clean their campsites and remove all personal equipment upon
departure,

327.8 Hunting, fishing, trapping.

Hunting, fishing, and apping are permitted in accordance with applicable
Federal, State, and local laws except in greas designated by the District Engineer.

327.9 Sanltailon.

{a) Garbage, teash, rubbish, litter, or any other waste material or wi
generated on the project and incidental to authorized recreational activities shall be
either removed from the project or deposited in receptacles provided for that
purpose. The improper disposal of such wastes on the project is prohibited.

(b The use of refuse containers or other refuse facilities for dumping or disposat
of househeld or commercial garbage. trash, rubbish, debris, sewage, dead ani-
mals, or litter of any kind brought onto the praject is prohibited.

(e) It is a violation to bring onto a project any materiaf for the purpose of disposal |
without written permission of the District Engineer.

327.10 Fires.

{a) Gusoline and other fuels, except that which is contained in storage tanks of
vehicles, vessels, camping equipment, or hand portable containers, shall not be
carried onto or stored within the projeet without written permisston of the District
Engineer.

(b) Fires shall be confined to thase arcas destgnated by the District Engineer, and
shall be confined to fireplaces, grills, or other facilities designed for this purpose.
Fires shall not be left unattended and must be completely extinguished prior to
departure,

The gathering of wood is prohibited without written permission of the [istrict

Engineer except for the gathering of dead material on the ground for vse in
desigmated recreation arcas.

327.11 Coatrol of animals.

{a) No person shall bring, or allow horses, cattle, or ather livestock in camping,

picnic, swimming, or other recreation areas except in areas designated by the
District Engineer.

() No person shall bring dogs, cats, or other pets intodeveloped recreation areas
unl nned, caged, or on a leash under 6 feet in length, or otherwise ander
physical restraint at all times.

No animals or pets are permitted in swimming beach areas. Unclaimed or
unattended animals are subject to immediate impoundiment and removal in accord-
ance with State and local laws.

(&) Allowing unauthorized livestock to enter upon.or to be upon project lands and
failing or refusing to remove unauthorized lvestock from such lands when re-
quested by the District Engincer is prohibited.

{d} Any viclation of paragraph (), (b, or {c} of this section shall constitute a
separate violation for each calendar day in which it necurs.

327.12 Restriciions.

(a) The District Engineer may establish and post a schedule of visiting hours
and/or restrictions on the public use of a project or portion of a project. The District
Engineer may close or restrict the use of a project or portion of a project when
necessitared by reason of public health, public safety, maintenance, or other
reasons in the public interest. Bntering or using a project in a mannet which is
contrary to the schedule of visiting hours, closure or restrictions is prohibited.

tb} Quiet shall be maintained in ail public use areas between the hours of 10 p.m.
and 6 a.m. Excessive noise during such tmes which snreasonably disturbs persons
is prohibited. ;

(c) The operation or use of any audio or other noise producing device including
but not limited to communications media and motorized equipment or vehicles in
such & mapner as to unteasonably annoy or endanger persons is prohibited.

327,13 Explosive, firearms, other weapons and freworks,

(a) The possession of loaded firearms, ammunition, loaded projectile firing

.5, bows and arrows, cross bows, and explosive of any kind is prohibited

1) In the possession of a State or logal law enforcement officer on official

s5; or {2) in the possession of a Federal Govemnment employee with law

enforcement autharity and on officiel business as approved by the Disttict En-

gineer; or (3) to be used for hunting and fishing as permitted under §327.8 of this

1 or (4) to be used at authorized shooting ranges; or (5) written permission has
bezn received from the District Engineet.

(b) The possession or use of fireworks is prohibited unless written permission
has been received from the District Engineer.

327.14. Public property.

Destruction, injury, defacement, removal, or any alteration of public property,
including, but not limited to constructed facilities, natural formations, historical
and archeological features, and vegetative growth, is prohibited without the written
permission of the District Engineer. Any such destruction, removal, or alteration of
public property shall be in accordance with the conditions of any permission
granted.

32715 Abandonment of personal property.

{a) Personal property of any kind shall not be abandoned or left unattended upon




project lands or waters. After a period of 24 hours, unattended personal property
may be impounded and stored at a storage point desigmated by the District
Engineer, who may assess a reasonable impoundment fee. Such fee shall be paid
befate the impounded property is returned to its owners.

{b) The District Engineer shall by public or privare sale or otherwise, dispose of
all lost, abasdoned, or unclaimed personal property that comes into Government
custody or conteal, However, property may not be disposed of untit difigent effont
has been made to find the owoer, heirs or next of kin, or legal representative(s). I
the owner, heirs or neat of kin, or legal representative(s) are determined but not
found, the property may not be disposed of until the expiration of 120 days after the
date when notice, giving the time and place of the intended sale or other disposi-
tion, has been sent by certified or registered mail to that person at the last known
address. When diligent effort to determine the owner, heirs or next of kin, or legal
representative(s) is unsuccessful, the praperty may be disposed of without delay,
excep that if it has a fair market valoe of $25 or more the property may not be
disposed of until 3 months after the date it is received at the storage point designated
by the District Engineer. The net proceeds from the sale of property shall be
covered into the Treasury of the United Statcs as miscellancous receipts.

327.16 Lost and found articles.

All lost articles shall be deposited by the finder at the Park Manager’s office or
with a ranger. The fitdler may leave hisfher name, address, and phone number. All
lost articles shall be disposed of in accordance with the procedures set forth in
§327.15.

327.17 Advertisement,

Advertising by the use of billboards, sipns, markers, andio devices, or any other
means whatsoever inclnding handbills, circulars, and posters is prohibited without
written permtission of the District Engineer. Vessels and vehicles with semiperma-
nent or permanent painted or installed signs are éxempt as long as they are used for
authorized recreational activities and comply with all other rules and regulations
pertaining o vessels and vehicles.

327.1B Commercial actvities,

The engaging in or-solicitation of business without the express written agreement
of the District Engineer is prohibited.

327.19 Permiits.

(a) It shall be a violation of these regulations to refuse to or fail to comply with
the terms on conditions of any permit issued under the provisions of this regulation.

(b} Permits for floating structures of any kind in waters of water resources
development projects, whether or not such waters are deemed navigable waters of
the United States but where such waters are under the management of ihe Corps of
Engingers Park Manager, shall be issued at the discretion of the District Engineer
under the authority. of this reguiation. Distiict Engincers will delineate those
portions of the navigable waters of the United States where this provision is
applicable and post notices of this designation, in the vicinity of the Park
Manager's office.

(¢) Permits for nonfloating structures of any kind constructed, placed in or
affecting waters of water resource development prajects where such waters are
deemed navigable waters of the United States shall be issued under the provisions
of Section 10 of the Act approved March 3, 1899, 33 U.5.C 403, If a discharge of
dredged or fill material in these waters is involved, a permit is required undet

Section 404 of the Federat Water Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C. 1344), (See 33
CFR 320-329).

(d) Permits fot nonfloating structures of any kit in waters of water resource
development projects where such waters are under the managemeat of a Corps of
Engineers Park Manager and where such waters are not deemed navigable waters
of the United States shall be issued as set forth in paragraph (1) of this section, If a
discharge of dredged or fill material into any water of the United States is involved,
a permit is required under Section 404 of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act
(33 U.S.C. 1344). (See 33 CFR 320-329).

327.20 Unautherized structures.

The construction, placing, or continued existence of any structure of any kind
under, upon, in, or over the project lands or waters is prohibited vnless a permit,
lease, license, or other appropriate written agreement therefore has been issued by
the District Engineer. Strucnires not so anthorized are subjeet to summary removal
ot impoundment by the District Engineer. The design, construction, plecing,
existence, or use of strictures in violation of the terms of the permit, lease, license,
or other written agreement therefore is prohibited.

327.21 Special events.

(a) Special events including but not limited to water carnivals, boat regattas,
m tivals, dramatic presentations, or other special recreation programs are
prohibited unless written permission Tras been granted by the District Engineer.

{b) The public shall net be charged any fee by the sponsor of such event unless
the District Engineer has approved in writing the proposed schedule of fees, The
Diistrict Bngineer shall have authority to revoke permission and reguire removal of
any equipment upon failure of the sponsor to comply with terms and conditions 6f
the permit/permission or with regulations in Part 327, Any violation shall consti-
tute a separate violation for each culendar day in which it occurs.

327,22 Unauthorized occupation.

(2} Occupying any lands, buildings, vesscls, or other facilities within water
resaurce development projects for the purpose of maintaining same as a full - or
part-time residence without the wrilten authorization of the District Engineer is
prohibitéd. The provisions of this section shall not apply to the oecupation of lands
for the purpose of camping in accordance with the provisions of §327.7.

{b) The ranging, grazing, or watering of livestock on project lands and waters is
prohibited except when authorized by lease, license, ot other agreement with the
District Engineer. Any violation shall constitute a separate viclation for each
calendar day in which it occurs.

327.23 Outgranted lands.,

Applicable laws and regulations of State and local governments shall be decmed
toapply on project lands or waters which are cutgranted by the District Engineer by
lease, license, or other written agreement to State and local governments, pro-
vided, however, that the regulations in this Part 327 are deemed to apply to such
outgranted project lands and waters as a minimuom regulatory requirement,

327.24 Indian lads.
The regulations in this Part 327 shall be deemed to apply to those lands and

waters which arc subject to treaties and Federal laws and regulations coneerning the
rights of Indian Nations and which lands and waters are incorporated, in whole or in

part, within water resource development projects administered by the Chief of
Engineers to the extent that the regulations in this Part 327 are not inconsistent with
such treaties and Federal laws and regulations.

327.25 Recreation use fees,

(a) Section 2 of &6 Stat. 459 (Golden Eagle Passport Program, Public Law
92-347), which amends 78 Stat. 897 (The Public Land and Water Conscrvation
Fund Act of 1965, Public Law 88-578), created a new Section 4(b) whick requires
Federal agencies developing, administering, or providing specialized sites, facili-
ties; equipment, or services releted to outdoor recreation 1o collect special recrea-

the vse of sites, facilities, equipment, or services furmished at
Federal expense, The new Sectio however, prohibits the Corps of Engineers:
from collecting entrance fees to projects, Scetion 210 of B2 Stat. 746 (Public Law
90-483) also prohibits the Unitcd States from collecting entrance or admission fess
to Corps projects.

{bYiAt water resources development projects administered by the Secretary of the
Army, acting throngh the Chief of Engineers, fees will not be charged for use inany
combination of drinking v:aler, wayside exhibits, roads, overlook sites, visitor
centers, scenic drives, toilet facilies, picnic tables or boat tTamps (except if
mechanical or hydraulic boat lifts are provided).

(¢} In addition, fees will not be charged for nse of campgrounds which do not
have the following: Designated tent or trailer spaces, drinking water, aceess roads,
refuse containers, toilet facilities, personal fee collection, reasonable visitor pro-
tection, and simple devices for containing campfires (if campfires are permitted).

{(d) At each Corps lake or reservoir where camping is permitted, the District
Engineer will provide at least one primitive campground, containing designated

campsites, sanitary facilities, and vehicular acoess, where no fees will becharged.

(&) All use fees shall be fair and equitable and will be based on the following
criteria

(1) The direct and inditect amount of Federal expendinure.

(2) The benefit to the recipient.

(3} The public policy or interest served.

(4} The comparable recreation fees charged by other Federal and non-Federal
public agenéies within the service arca of the management unit at which the fee is
charged.

{5) The economic and administative feasibility of fee collection.

{6} The extent of Tegular maintenance reguired.

() (ther pertinent factors.

Based upon the above criteria, it shall be the policy of the Chief of Engineers to
publish in the FEDERAL REGISTER as a general notice document, the estab-
lished range of fees for recreation facilitics, whenever such fees are adjusted. Fees
for specialized outdoor recreation facilities not mentioned above may also be
cstablished in accordance with the criteria listed in this paragraph.

() Any Golden Age Passport perrittee shall be entitled upon presentation of

such & permit to utilize special recreation facilities at a rate of 50 percent off the
established use fee.
