· Educator card- 6 week check-out

· Early Literacy Outreach (when budget allows)

· Birthing class at hospital

· Library card is put in name of the child, who has necessary ID

· R2R and library funds to provide outreach to child care

· SRP performer performs at library and child care

· CCF-summer library program

· Partner with preschool and community garden to read books at pumpkin patch

· Story times: infant, toddler, preschool, pajama, arts and crafts, etc.

Some early literacy things family support workers already do with families:
· Parents as Teachers (PAT) activities 

· Welcome baskets with cloth books (0-2 months)

· First baby book visit at 7-8 months pre-natal

· Series of Face Books

· Books given to families (in budget)

· Certificate from Wasco Co library for free books: given to family by FSW

· Welcome Baby bag with texture book

· R2R grant funds from library for FSW giveaway books

· First time mother or father, sometimes second children also

· Meet at library

· Librarian provides story time at office

· DHS-keep in consideration family situation at time

· Take PAT book home; track use of books
