New Ignition Interlock Device Regulations take effect January 01/2008

New longer IID requirements for DUII convictions: 

House Bill 2774 was passed by the 2007 Oregon Legislature and amends the statute to expand the time an ignition interlock device (IID) is required following a suspension for driving under the influence of intoxicants (DUII).  HB 2774 amends ORS 813.602 to increase the time an IID is required from six months, to one year after the ending date of the suspension or revocation for a first conviction of DUII, and for two years after the ending date of the suspension or revocation for a second or subsequent DUII conviction.  The bill is effective January 1, 2008.

The new IID requirements apply to drivers whose DUII suspension ends on or after January 1, 2008.  
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
