Senate Bill 1080, passed by the 2008 Oregon Legislative Special Session, requires all applicants for a driver license, driver permit or identification (ID) card to provide proof of legal presence in the United States and a Social Security number (SSN).  The bill requires DMV to define by administrative rule the documents necessary to prove that a person is a US citizen or otherwise legally present in the US. If the applicant is a US citizen or permanent legal resident and DMV has verified the person’s legal presence and SSN, subsequent checks are not required.
The bill requires that applicants provide a valid document showing SSN and that DMV verify the SSN with the Social Security Administration (SSA). For persons who are not eligible for an SSN, DMV will require proof, by administrative rule, that the person is not eligible for an SSN.

The bill requires that the application for a driver license, permit or ID card contain the full legal name of the applicant. However, DMV may limit the number of characters displayed on a license.
The bill allows issuance of a 90-day applicant temporary driver permit or ID card to applicants who are otherwise eligible for a card but are unable to produce the documents required to prove legal presence or SSN.  The applicant must certify they are legally present in the US. The permits may be extended for an additional 60 days, if necessary. These permits are for customers needing time resolving legal presence or SSN problems only. DMV will continue to issue the current 30 and 60-day permits for other customers needing time to meet other requirements.
The bill authorizes DMV to collect additional fees on driver license, permit and ID card transactions to recover implementation and ongoing administrative costs.
Implementation of this bill will be done in stages.

Effective immediately 

· Requires applicants to provide an SSN that DMV verifies with SSA.

Effective July 1, 2008 

· Requires proof of legal presence in the US; 

· Requires proof of SSN or proof of not eligible for a SSN; 

· Requires collection of an applicant’s full legal name; 

· Allows issuance of a valid license using an existing photo on file in limited situations; 

· Allows issuance of a 90-day applicant temporary driver permit or ID card in certain circumstances. The permit may be extended for an additional 60 days if the applicant can demonstrate they are working to get the required documents.

Effective January 1, 2009

· Verification of non-citizen legal presence documents with the Department of Homeland Security.

Effective January 1, 2010

· Issuance of a limited term driver license, permit or ID card valid only for the length of the holder’s legal stay in the US. If there is no specified end date to the legal stay, the card will expire in one year and the customer must reprove legal presence for renewal.
