Criminal Justice Services Division

Standardized Performance Measures
The Criminal Justice Services Division set aside $3 million for FY 2006 – 2008 through the Edward Byrne Memorial State and Local Law Enforcement Assistance Grant Program to implement new drug courts and enhance existing drug courts serving adults, juveniles and families. The Byrne funds are targeting parenting and pregnant methamphetamine-using women and their children through enhanced interagency case management, mental health care and related services. 
CJSD required that programs provide a minimum of ten percent of their total budgets for process evaluation purposes. Furthermore, the use of evidence-based programs or best practices guidelines and a focus on assessing program implementation and monitoring program outputs
 will lay the foundation that is essential for evaluating outcomes as the program continues beyond the period of this grant. The following standardized performance measures are currently being tracked:

· Percentage of children who reach legal permanency by reunification, guardianship, adoption, planned permanent living arrangement or other legal categories

· Assessment primary responsibility of lead evaluators
