Update on Appendix P Hearing-Eric McMullen and John Caul
John gave the history of the votes from the Residential Code Review Committee hearing on June 28th, 2007.  The undecided votes were the cause of the defeat of Appendix P, with the votes stacked 4 to 3.  The Committee did stipulate they are willing to work with OSFM for passage of the appendix.  John explained that unfortunately, their 18 month cycle runs past the code cycle for the model code.  His recommendation is to go to the Residential Structures Board and request a reconsideration of Appendix P.  The next Board meeting is August 29th at 9:30am.
Eric reported testimony given at the hearing was excellent, but members of the Committee had made their decision prior to the hearing.  His recommendation is to go to the Board without the amendments submitted at the Committee hearing.

Action Item:  The Coalition approved going forward to the Board without the amendments in Appendix P
Gary Marshall will not be available to attend the Board meeting.  Nancy Orr will ask the Oregon Fire Chiefs Association (OFCA) if they recommend someone else to testify on their behalf.

Action Item:  Request the Board to put Appendix P back in the code in its original format.
Replicate the testimony from the Committee hearing at the Board meeting August 29th.
Ask the Board to:

1.
Overturn the proposal to eliminate Appendix P from the code.

2.
Include Appendix P as an option for adoption at the local level to allow local control.

Action Item:  Cities to apply to adopt Appendix P
Prior to the August 29, 2007 Board meeting, Chuck Chaffin will prepare an application to adopt Appendix P for Lake Oswego and present it to the board at the meeting.  Terry Lucich and Debbie McDermott will work on a similar proposal with their respective jurisdictions.  Eric will speak to key persons for the city of Sherwood to follow suit.
Action Item:  Move forward with the Resolution for support for the adoption of Appendix P in the 2008 Residential Specialty Code.
Tari will edit the Resolution, draft a cover letter and send them out to Coalition members for distribution.  Eric plans to distribute through the OFMA mail list.  All Coalition members were asked to forward the resolution to committees, associations, and all contacts that might be supportive.  Eric and Nancy will discuss the next step in the adoption of Appendix P with OFCA board at their next meeting, including if OFCA wants to send a representative to testify at the August 29, 2007 hearing.
Action item:  Tim Birr will meet with Eric McMullen and draft a news release 
to solicit support.
Tari suggested Tim include Rich Hoover as PIO contact to assist.

Action item:  Tari will assure Appendix P information is available on OSFM web site, including the final Resolution, Fact Sheet and list of supporters.
