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Eric McMullen gave an overview of the proposal submitted by the Oregon Homebuilders Association on September 18th. The proposal with notes and strike throughs are the changes the Coalition would like to see. Eric stated the proposal is substantially the same document that will go to International Code Council (ICC). He believes the Coalition and the homebuilders are closer to agreement, however, there is still work to be done.  The most dramatic change was a decrease in the engineering tables from 80 pages originally submitted, to 14 pages. 
The following are the issues worked on:
· Clarification this is for local adoption

· Infill – areas within the original 1972 urban growth boundary would be exempt from this requirement.  AP101.1 leaves the door open for modifications if it doesn’t fit with the local jurisdiction.
· Using NFPA 13D or systems as described in AP102.  This is an alternative prescriptive design. National Fire Sprinkler Association has looked at it and is in agreement with the concept.  This is going to Palm Springs in February for the International Residential Code.  Prescriptive requirements with our revisions are:
· Bathrooms and toilet rooms were increased

· Closets were decreased

· Concealed spaces were changed from closets.
· In AP102.4, added definition of room.
· Heat sources distance, no change in AP102.5.
· AP102.6 were changes in sprinkler coverage language
· Hydraulics requirements, AP102.7.1 included definition of a room.
· Private wells has added language in AP102.9.
· AP102.10, pipe sizing was replaced with current language.
· AP102.11-instructions and signs as a reminder not to turn system off.
· AP103.1.2-fire apparatus access roads.  Road width needs to be changed from “not more than 20 feet” to not “less than 20 feet”.  Turning radius will be deleted with no trade-offs.
· Dead ends changed from “150” feet to “300” feet.
· Change to “15%” grade from “10%” grade.
· Security gates were inserted.

· Complete re-write on water supply:  Add “not less than 500 gallons per minute at 20 psi, with one hour duration”, for less than 3600 sq. ft.  Over 3600 sq. ft. will refer to Appendix B in table B105 in the fire code.  In the exception, give reduction of 75%.
· Attached garages changed from “living spaces” to “adjoining spaces”.
· Hydrant systems, changed from “minimum” to “maximum”.
· AP 105-Homebuilders asked for the following:  
1. Delete the current requirement for all smoke alarms – Deleted this section
2. Prohibit the meter up size water purveyor’s fees – we agree with the concept, but don’t agree this is the venue for accomplishing it.
3. Townhouse separation - OK with ½ hour 

4. Delete the current requirement for arc fault protection – we deleted this section
Coalition members are in consensus about the proposed changes including Oregon Fire Chiefs Association, Oregon Fire Marshals Association and the Office of State Fire Marshal.  
Eric McMullen anticipates the homebuilders will offer a counterproposal prior to Tuesday September 25 Residential Structures Board meeting. He believes the Coalition should have answers to the questions asked at the August Board meeting and those individuals from out of state should have an opportunity to testify. The proposal should be co presented by the Coalition and the homebuilders so the record shows we are in agreement and moving forward.

The Coalition will meet on Monday September 24th will a conference call option.
