
Can you tell the difference between Illegal Fireworks and 
Illegal Explosive Devices?

What is an Illegal Explosive Device?

Illegal explosive devices are often 
wrongly referred to as fireworks 
because they look like large 
firecrackers, but they can have as  
much explosive power as a ¼ stick of 
dynamite.

DO NOT HANDLE 
EXPLOSIVE DEVICES!  
Contact your local bomb 
squad!!

Firecrackers (top photo) are ¼” by 1 ½”
or less and contain less than .13 grams of 
powder.

Bottle rockets (center photo) are ¼” by 
1 ½’, attached to a 12” stick, and their 
color may vary.

Skyrockets (bottom photo) are ½”
inside diameter, attached to a stick for 
guidance, and contain up to 20 grams of 
powder.

Also illegal are roman candles, 
mortars, and artillery shells.
