Call to order - Ben Meigs, Chair

The March minutes were reviewed and approved.
Committee Reports

Operations – John McDowell provided a handout on the revisions to the Operations Manual. The Board approved changes in section 1 in the 2006 meetings.
Additional proposed changes:

· Reference “housekeeping language”
· Change to OR-TF1 and regional notification
· Rotation schedule
Mike Burnett motioned to accept all change made by the Operations Committee; Scott Parker seconded the motion. Motion approved unanimously. Mike Burnett gave “KUDOS” to the Operations Committee their hard work!
John proposed a draft pamphlet for outreach on US&R. The pamphlet is to provide information about Oregon US&R and the capabilities of the task force as an outreach tool. John asked for comments or any suggestions for changes during the next two weeks.
Water Rescue - Nothing to report
Canine Search - Nothing to report
Medical – Dr. Warden – Don Schallberger reported for Dr. Warden. We are moving forward on the Medical Specialist course. We are looking at a tentative date in September. Don and Dr. Warden are working with DPSST on providing a site for the class, if it is not available; we will need to identify a hosting agency. The hosting agency will be responsible for making all arrangements. 
Training – Don Schallberger- The Logistic class is complete and was very informative. As an out come from the class, there was a need to increase our logistical support. Tina is working on the reimbursements. Each department should have received their original registration back to document the backfill personnel and costs. The deadline for submitting claims to Tina is May 7.
· Don needs a list of name of the personnel attending the SCT class in Spokane. Tuition is paid through a grant with DPSST. 

· CISD class is out and available.

· NFA Safety Officer Class is May 2-3. Dorm rooms and meal are available

· ICS for Structural Collapse is closed.

· Search Specialist class certificate should be coming out soon.

Don described the process for submitting team applications. 
1. Receiving your team certification from DPSST; then
2. Attach your certification to the US&R General Application and the Personal Action Form from DPSST; then
3. Submit both forms with your certification to Don. He will present them to the Governance Board for acceptance
4. Don will send the accepted PAF to DPSST and a copy of the training file will go to OSFM.

Don will provide a flow chart of the applications process.

Administration/Finance – Tina Toney 

John McDowell reported on our request for funding this biennium for US&R. We have received letters of support from nine of the participating departments. In addition, we received support from Oregon Emergency Management Association, Oregon State Firefighters Association and Oregon Fire Chiefs Association. Chief Seidel provided testimony on the budget document requesting $338,000. John recommended each department get in contact with their local senator or contact the Public Safety Ways and Means subcommittee to inform them of what we are trying to accomplish.
Deadline for reimbursement for the Logistic class is May 7. Include your supporting documentation for any overtime. Backfill and overtime is a maximum of $1,795 per student.

Claims for expendable and consumable training expenses are due May 20, include your receipts with your claim.
As an interim inventory tracking, we are looking at using the Spectre database. Dave Hall from Eugene started entering the equipment.
Logistics – Don Beahm 
Strategic Planning – Ben asked the group to review their assigned workgroups and proceed with developing a plan for meeting those goals.
Old Business Ben Meigs reminded the group there should be a representative from each department participating in the subcommittee workgroups. This will provide an opportunity to share the workload, but also carry information back to their departments.

Dr. Warden has started a Medical workgroup, if anyone from your department would like to be part of the group, please contact him directly.

All subcommittee workgroups are open to anyone from the participating departments by contacting the subcommittee chairs directly. 

New Business
We will be participating in Top Off. Hazmat, US&R and the Blue team will be involved.  Oregon Emergency Management received our objectives.
Departments with structural engineers need to send contact information to Don Schallberger, so we can account for how are available. Washington County Land Use Transportation approached Don Schallberger with a structural engineer interested in being part of the US&R as a Structural Specialist. Don asked if reimbursement for training is limited to only members of the 190 agreement.  Identifying Structural Engineers is a priority in our strategic planning, and the sub committee workgroup is starting to identify some of these needs.
