Egley Complex Structural Threat Lessens
Structural task forces from Marion and Polk counties have been demobilized from the Egley Complex Conflagration due to the decreasing threat to structures in the area. Two remaining task forces from Deschutes and Linn counties are expected to demobilize by 4 p.m. this afternoon. The Oregon State Fire Marshal Blue Incident Management Team will turn control of the fire back to the local fire district for structural protection.
OSFM’s Chief Deputy Randy Simpson urges Oregonians to use extreme caution when participating in outdoor activities. Oregon is currently experiencing extreme temperatures and fuel loads are drying out faster than normal.
Wildland firefighters remain at work battling the Egley Complex fire, now at an estimated 35,000 acres. The fire continues to threaten power lines, cell towers and other communication equipment in the area. 

The Governor invoked the conflagration act and ordered the State Fire Marshal to dispatch firefighters and equipment to help local resources provide structural protection. More information on Conflagration and Emergency Mobilization is available at OSFM website:
