PUBLIC MEETING MINUTES

Occupational Therapy Licensing Board

 Executive Session Teleconference on September 20, 2004

The Oregon Occupational Therapy Licensing Board met by teleconference set at the OTLB Office in Suite 407 of the State Office Building at 800 NE Oregon Street, Portland.  Genevieve deRenne, Board chair called the meeting to order at 4:30 p.m.   All other board members were present:  Greg Thielen, OTR/L, Joyce Browne, OTA/L,  Jeff Roehm, Vice Chair, Public Member and Tom Ruedy, Public Member.  Also present were Raul Ramirez, Asst. A.G. and Felicia Holgate, Executive Director.

The meeting of the Occupational Therapy Licensing Board was held pursuant to ORS 192.660(1)(k), which allows the Board to meet in Executive Session to consider information obtained as part of investigations of licensees.  The Board considered the following disciplinary cases and when discussion was finished in executive session the Board returned to regular session to take action:
1.  OT 02-03:  Violation of conditions of Consent Order, working without close supervision or advising employer of conditions for work as an OT Assistant.  
Joyce Browne abstained from discussion or vote on this case.  
Jeff Roehm MOVED TO HAVE THE DIRECTOR WRITE A LETTER INFORMING THE LICENSEE THAT HE CANNOT WORK WITHOUT SUPERVISION AS DEFINED IN THE CONSENT ORDER OR SEEK EMPLOYMENT WITHOUT DISCLOSING THE CONDITIONS SET FORTH IN THAT ORDER; AND THE BOARD STRONGLY RECOMMENED HE COMPLETE AN ETHICS COURSE AS SOON AS POSSIBLE.  Greg Thielen seconded the motion and it PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.  

2.  OT 04-03:  Order for suspension by default drafted.  
Greg Thielen MOVED TO SET THE SUSPENSION ORDER FOR TWO YEARS EFFECTIVE UNTIL MAY 31, 2006.  UPON ANY FUTURE APPLICATION TO RENEW OR REAPPLY FOR LICENSURE IN OREGON THE BOARD SHALL REVIEW THIS ORDER AND THE APPLICANT WILL NEED TO ANSWER TO THE SATISFACTION OF THE BOARD THE ISSUES THAT LED TO THIS SUSPENSION ORDER BY DEFAULT.  Joyce Browne seconded the motion and it PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.  

3.  OT 04-05 Joyce Browne investigated this complaint further on the Board’s own motion.  The Board divided the issues into two separate motions:

OT 04-05 Joyce Browne MOVED TO SEND A LETTER OF PUBLIC REPRIMAND REGARDING THE USE OF OFFICE STAFF PERFORMING ULTRASOUND WITHOUT PROPER TRAINING IN VIOLATION OF OAR 339-010-0055.  Jeff Roehm seconded the motion and it PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.  

OT 04-05 Joyce Browne MOVED TO SEND A LETTER OF CONCERN REGARDING OTHER ISSUES INCLUDING ERRORS IN BILLING, FAILURE TO PROPERLY DOCUMENT CLAIMS; FOLLOWING OFFICE POLICIES AND PROCEDURES AND DISCLOSING CONDIFENTIALITY OF PATIENTS.  The Director will draft the letter with Joyce Brown and the Board’s Asst. AG. Raul Ramirez.   
Tom Ruedy and Greg Thielen seconded the motion and it PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
