ANNUAL PERFORMANCE PROGRESS REPORT - EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
TIME PERIOD: FISCAL YEAR 2005 -2007

The Oregon Watershed Enhancement Board (OWEB) was created by statute during the 1999 Legislative Session. With the
assistance of the Oregon Progress Board, OWEB developed performance measures for submission to the Ways and Means
Committee during the 2003 Legislative Session as part of the Governor's Recommended Budget. In July 2003, the Joint
Legislative Ways and Means Committee chose not to approve OWEB’s performance measures, and asked the agency to
develop new performance measures for approval by the Joint Legislative Audit Committee during 2004. The Joint Legislative
Ways and Means Committee noted that OWEB’s measures were output-oriented, and asked the agency to develop more
substantive, outcome-oriented measures. (Budget note regarding OWEB’s performance measures is shown below.)

Budget Note: Summary of Performance Measure Action

The Subcommittee discussed the inadequacy of the agency’s performance measures, which focus on
activities rather than outcomes. Members suggested outcome measures, including delisting of salmonid
species, timeliness of permitting, and customer satisfaction. The Subcommittee approved the Legislative
Fiscal Office (LFO) recommendation for OWEB to work with the LFO and the Department of Administrative
Services to develop a set of indicators that measure the outcomes of agency activities. The agency shall
submit this new set of performance measures to the Joint Legislative Audit Committee for approval before
July 1, 2004. The existing performance measures were not approved, so the Subcommittee provided the
following direction:

The agency shall submit a new set of performance measures to the Joint Legislative Audit Committee for approval
before July 1, 2004. This new set of measures is to include the following performance measures:
1. The percentage of species listed as threatened or endangered under the Federal Endangered Species Act
that have been de-listed in the last year.
2. The percentage of species listed as threatened or endangered under the Oregon Endangered Species Act
that have been de-listed in the last year.
3. Percentage of total funding that is used in agency operations.



Over the last year, OWEB has followed the direction of the Joint Legislative Ways and Means Committee in developing
significantly more outcome-oriented performance measures. OWEB has developed the new measures with input from the
Progress Board, the Joint Legislative Audit Committee, and Legislative Fiscal Office staff. Their goal is to measure:

The effect of OWEB'’s investments on fish, wildlife and watershed resources;

The success of OWEB’s investments in local watershed groups in providing the capacity to improve fish, wildlife and
watershed resources on the ground;

The effectiveness of OWEB'’s efforts to coordinate Oregon Plan for Salmon and Watersheds monitoring; and

OWERB’s administrative performance.

The Joint Legislative Audit Committee approved OWEB’s new performance measures at its October 14, 2004, meeting.
Because OWEB has developed ambitious, outcome-oriented performance measures, many of these measures do not yet have
supporting data. However, the approval of these measures by the Joint Legislative Audit Committee in October 2004, and the
Joint Legislative Ways and Means Committee during the 2005 Legislative Session will lead to the collection and analysis of this
data in the years to come, giving decision makers and stakeholders a clearer picture of the accomplishments flowing from the
public investments made by OWEB and the private investments leveraged by OWEB.
