Grant Program Changes (since 2008) 

· Application process is open longer (applications due Dec. 15th)
· Electronic submission of grant materials preferred (not required)
· $250,000 recommended maximum per project ($500,000 limit)
· Specific components of larger projects qualify; one year timeframes are recommended – all project work must be completed by June 30, 2013 
Examples of qualifying projects *

· Above Ground Storage

· Small Reservoirs less than 50 acre feet

· Large reservoirs more than 50 acre feet
· Ground water storage

· Aquifer Storage and Recovery

· Aquifer Recharge
· Conservation

· Municipal such as leak repair, rebate programs
· Agricultural such as canal to pipe projects, canal lining, irrigation efficiency projects
· Reuse
· Reclaimed water for irrigation

· Re-use of process water in either water treatment or wastewater treatment

*
Water Management and Conservation Plans do not in and of themselves qualify.  Feasibility study grants must focus on specific projects.
Match Requirement

There is a 50/50 match requirement.  Match can be in-kind, dollar for dollar, or a mix from a variety of funding sources.  Call to see if your intended match qualifies. 
Timeline
The tentative timeline for the 2011-13 Grant Program has been developed based on: 1) feedback from past applicants indicating that the process would work better if primary activities occurred during the fall (October – early December); and 2) the funding from Lottery-backed bonds to be issued in May, 2012 will be available in June, 2012.

The table below represents a tentative schedule for October 2011 through June 2012.
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This schedule will provide opportunity for development of material by applicants, public review/comment, review of applications by a team with knowledge and interdisciplinary expertise, and Oregon Water Resources Commission approval.  The application process will utilize the existing administrative rules and forms. 

Award of Funding
The Water Resources Department will use a similar application review team as in 2008.  This team will consist of persons with water supply and planning knowledge and interdisciplinary expertise appointed by the Director to review applications and make funding recommendations to the Department.  The Department will make its funding recommendations to the Oregon Water Resources Commission based in part on the review team's recommendations and public comment regarding those recommendations.
The Department reserves the right at its sole discretion, to reject any and all applications received without penalty.  The Department’s final funding recommendations to the Oregon Water Resources Commission will be those applications which in the opinion of the Department, after review of the application review team recommendations and public comment regarding those recommendations, best meet the intent of the Oregon Legislature as set forth in SB 1069 (Chapter 13, 2008 Laws), the requirements of the Water Conservation, Reuse and Storage Grant Program, and that are in the best interest of the State of Oregon.
