JJIS 2008.Fall will be released Friday, October 17, 2008. The release includes many enhance-
ments to JJIS and new features including the following recommendations prioritized by JJIS
user groups:

* A new County and OYA Victim Notification Tracking system including document templates
and reports — this feature is in response to requirements of House Bill 21277 which revised
and clarified victim notification requirements;

* The OYA Pre-Screen Assessment will now build automatically in the background when a worker completes the OYA
Full Risk Needs Assessment (RNA) — in effect, completing the Pre-Screen and the Full RNA at the same time;

* Case Plan enhancements including clarification from Transition Plan to Transition Placement, and a Case Plan-spe-
cific Task List to help remind workers to complete important case planning tasks (Long-Term Goal Review, Case Plan
Review, and School/Work History Verification);

*  New OYA tasks added to the Worker Task List — "OYA RNA" and "Initial Case Plan";

* Enhancements for entering custody visitation and phone calls;

* Additional software checks to ensure a Primary Worker is assigned to a re-opened case;
* And more!

The upgrade is mandatory and
must be downloaded for users to continue working in JJIS on October 17,

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IMMUNIZATIONS DISCUSSION

Public Health celebrates National Immunization Aware-
ness Month annually during the month of August. The pur-
pose of the celebration is to make the public aware of the
importance of immunizations throughout the lifespan, as
well as the advances made in developing vaccines to eradi-
cate a number of diseases.

Why are immunizations important?

Immunizations are a series of vaccines that prevent and
reduce the spread of diseases. Examples include diphthe-
ria, polio and tetanus. Severe cases of most of the vaccine-
preventable diseases can lead to permanent damage of body
functions and even death. Many diseases that previously
caused pandemics, deaths or injury to body are now pre-
ventable by vaccines. Despite the availability of these vac-
cines, many people still go unvaccinated. Vaccines are given
to help the body develop immunity to various diseases and
thereby protect the health of the individual and the public.

What are some diseases that can be prevented by
Immunizations?

* Diphtheria

¢ Tetanus

* Measles

* Hepatitis A and B

*  Chicken Pox

* Influenza

*  Bacterial Pneumonia

‘Who should be immunized?

Everyone should receive the appropriate immunizations
on schedule. As mentioned in previous articles, people who
work in correctional facilities and healthcare are at higher
risk of exposure to certain diseases, so it is important to get
the recommended vaccines. Vaccination begins in infancy
and continues into adulthood. The majority of vaccines are
given in the first few years of life. Booster doses of certain
vaccines are given throughout adult life, for example Teta-
nus. Check with your healthcare provider to make sure your
immunizations are current.

Does OYA administer immunizations to youths?

Yes. When a youth is admitted to the intake facility, immu-
nization records are checked by the nurse. There is a system
called ‘ALERT’, which is a statewide child immunization
information system, which stores immunization histories
on children. The information is shared among private and
public health care providers and is managed through the

Oregon Health Division. The nurse checks this system to
determine which vaccines were not yet received by the
youth, and administers them. Current immunization status
is also required in order for the youth to attend school while
at OYA. The law in Oregon does allow a youth or a youth’s
parents to refuse immunizations based on medical reasons
or religious beliefs. This is not commonly encountered at
OYA. The goal of the public health agencies is to maximize
the number of children immunized in the state, and OYA
supports this goal.

Does OYA administer immunizations to employ-
ees?

Yes. OYA offers a Hepatitis B vaccination program to eli-
gible employees, and flu clinics are operated at various OYA
facilities during the fall.

Safety Corner - Depression Screening

During difficult economic
times, it is normal to have
negative feelings. How-
ever, when anger, worry,
and irritability prevent
people from accomplish-
ing everyday tasks, getting
help is crucial. Untreated
depression can deplete a person’s energy and interfere
with their ability to complete basic tasks.

Cascade EAP is holding a free National Depression
Screening Day event on October 10th. The free screen-
ings will address the risks for suicide, bipolar disorder,
generalized anxiety disorder, and post-traumatic stress
disorder, and depression.

2320 on Friday, October 10th from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.
(PST). Screenings will be anonymous if the caller

wishes. You will be connected to an EAP counselor who
will conduct an informational depression screening.
Based on those results, the counselor will make recom-
mendations of further steps for you to consider.
