PURPOSE:

This policy provides guidance on Pre-employment Physical Abilities Testing
(PAT) for applicants being considered for Group Life Coordinator positions. The
following is addressed:

= PAT monitoring;

= PAT standards;

= PAT equipment; and

»= Pre- and post-PAT activities.

Il. POLICY DEFINITIONS:
None.
1. POLICY:
The OYA Pre-Employment Physical Abilities Test (PAT) is used to ensure

individuals are capable of meeting the physical standards considered necessary
to complete the essential duties of the Group Life Coordinator position.
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Compliance with these standards is necessary to ensure the safety and security
of the workplace. Applicants being considered for the Group Life Coordinator
position must successfully pass the PAT to advance through the selection
process.

V. GENERAL STANDARDS:
A. PAT Monitor Team

Each facility will develop a PAT Monitor Team to ensure that testing at the
local level meets testing standards.

1. PAT Monitor Team members will complete the PAT Monitor
Course, offered by the Juvenile Justice Training Academy (Training
Academy), prior to coordinating local PATSs.

2. Each PAT Monitor Team will consist of a minimum of two
individuals, with one management representative (if available).

3. Facilities located geographically close to one another may choose
to share PAT Monitor Teams.

B. Testing standards
1. The PAT (YA 8018) is designed to determine whether an applicant
for the Group Life Coordinator position can meet the following
standards:

a) Ability to climb a flight of stairs.

b) Ability to run 100 yards, then jog 100 yards, and then use
physical restraining force for 2.5 minutes.

C) Ability to kneel, bend, turn and stand, turn and sit, reach and
crawl.

d) Ability to move objects weighing from 10 to 162 pounds.

e) Ability to handle, feel, and have finger dexterity and
sensitivity.

2. Applicants who successfully meet the above standards, as noted
on the YA 8019, and receive a conditional offer of employment from
the OYA must also meet the following standards:

a) Vision of at least 20/30 in each eye, with or without correction.

b) Binaural hearing, aided or unaided, in the ranges of 500-3000
Hz and 20-60 dB.

Pre-PAT activities

1.

Prior to the start of testing, the PAT monitors will:

a) Set up the test site according to PAT specifications.

b) Call roll.
C) Describe each PAT event using written narratives and
photographs.

d) PAT monitors will demonstrate the standard(s) for each
event prior to administering the test for that event.
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e) Read the following forms to participants, who are required to
sign as an indication of their understanding of the PAT
process:

i) YA 8013 (Pre-employment PAT Notification);
i) YA 8014 (Pre-employment PAT Release Form);

iii) YA 8015 (Pre-employment PAT Notification of
Restrictions or Disabilities).

2. If an applicant refuses to sign the required forms, he/she will not
continue with the PAT process.

3. A management representative or Officer of the Day (OD) will
determine the suitability of an applicant to continue the PAT who:

a) Indicates he/she has a restriction or disability that might
prevent completion of the PAT;

b) Indicates accommodation is required to complete the PAT,;
or

C) Has other concerns or conditions that cause the PAT
monitors or management representative to question the
applicant’s ability to participate.

E. Post-PAT activities

1. The management representative or designee will certify the PAT
results and immediately mail the original forms and test results to
central Employee Services.

2. Successful applicants will be briefed on the next steps in the
employment process.

3. Unsuccessful applicants will be given instructions by the PAT
management representative or designee that includes opportunities
for re-test.
