The meeting of the Finance Committee was called to order at 1:12 p.m. in the conference room
of the Oregon State Board of Examiners for Engineering and Land Surveying (OSBEELS) office
at 670 Hawthorne Avenue, SE, Suite 220, Salem, OR 97301.

New Business —

Limitations and Policy for Contingency Fund

Staff reported to the Committee that the appropriate information had yet to be received by the
Department of Administrative Services (DAS) Risk Management. The information should be
received for discussion during the August meeting.

Secretary of State Audit Expenses

The Committee reviewed an email from the Audit Manager at the Secretary of State Audits
Division informing Ms. Lopez of the cost for the biennium ending June 30, 2009 audit. The cost
will be $10,125.00 and the anticipated start date is around October 1, 20009.

Executive Secretary Travel Expense Reimbursement Approval

The Committee reviewed the request for reimbursement from Ms. Lopez. The request included
mileage reimbursement for a presentation to the Professional Engineers of Oregon (PEO) on
May 15, 2009 at the Oregon State University (OSU). The request also included mileage to and
from the Portland International Airport for her attendance at the 2009 Western Zone Interim
Meeting that was held in Calgary, Alberta, Canada. The Committee approved her request for
reimbursement of $112.20.

Funded Delegate Policy
The Committee reviewed and briefly discussed a draft of the National Council of Examiners for
Engineering and Surveying (NCEES) Funded Delegate Policy. Since there were no revisions,




the Committee determined to present the policy during the July Board meeting for
adoption.

Board Member Stipends and Reimbursements

The Committee discussed a request from Board member Ken Hoffine regarding his
reimbursement and stipend checks. Since he travels to the Board and committee meetings by a
vehicle provided by Lone Rock Timber, the company he is employed with, he is requesting that
the mileage reimbursement be made directly to Lone Rock Timber. AAG Lozano informed the
Committee that the Board, although exempt from Oregon Revised Statute (ORS) Chapter 292,
may do so. Additionally, a “person” as used in ORS 292.250 is defined in ORS 174.100(5) to
include individuals, corporations, associations, firms, partnerships, limited liability companies
and joint stock companies. Mr. Hoffine will provide a letter from the president of Lone Rock
Timber, on company letterhead, stating this request to keep on file. However, Board stipend
checks will continue to be made to Mr. Hoffine. The Committee approved Mr. Hoffine’s request
upon receipt of the letter from the president of Lone Rock Timber.

Unfinished Business —

Collateral Insurance

Staff provided a copy of the Board’s current Certification of Participation Collateral Pool. This
dollar amount is in addition to the coverage provided by the Federal Deposit Insurance
Corporation (FDIC) until December 2013. The Committee directed staff to obtain information
from several different financial institutions regarding certificates of deposits (CDs) for
discussion during the August meeting.
