The Oregon Physical Therapist Licensing Board (Board) is the state agency responsible
for licensing, disciplining and regulating the practice of physical therapists and physical therapist
assistants in the State of Oregon pursuant to ORS 688.160 and 688.140. Lynne Marshall-Brook,
PT (Licensee) is licensed by the Board to practice as a physical therapist (PT:) in Oregon.

On May 16, 2012, the B-oard and Licensee entered into an Interim Stipulated Agreement
in which the Licensee agreed not to practice physical therapy during the pendency of the Boa:d’-s
inivestigation. Upon completion of the Board’s investigation, the Board and Licensee agree to
resolve all issues raised through this Stipulated Agreement and Final Oxder (Stipulation) as
follows: -

FINDINGS OF FACT

On April 23, 2012, while practicing physical therapy at Southwest Family Physicians in
Tigard, OR, Licensee falsified prescriptions for Oxycodone for persons other than herself and
subsequently personally filled the prescriptions at two separate pharmacies. Licensee was
charged with multiple counts of Identity Theft and Tampering with Drug Records and on May
29, 2013, after successfully completing é court-ordered probationary period, she was convicted

of 4 Class A Misdemeanors.
STIPULATIONS

1. Licensee stipulates that her actions constitute a violation of ORS 683.140(2)(h)
(conviction of a crime) and ORS 638.140(2)(3) (has an impairment) _

2. Licensee stipulates to a one year license probation:
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1 3. Licensee must comply with the following during the period of probation:
2 a Licensee will abstain from using any alcohol, opiate or narcotic medication unless
3 prescribed and regulated by her physician for a specific medical condition.
4 b. Licensee will submit to monthly random urinalysis and provide the Board with the
5 results. ' |
6 ¢. Licensee will (.:ont'mue with mental health treatment and her provider will provide
7 the Board with detailed quarterly reports regarding her treatment and progress.
8 d. Licensee will provide the Board with detailed monthly reporis regarding her
9 treatment and progress.

10 e. Licensee must advise the Board of her place of employment and aﬁy changes

il within 5 (five) days of the date the change.

12 4. If Licensee fails to timely comply with or fails to successfully complete any of the

13 conditions provided above, the Board may take action against her license up to and

14 including licénse revocation.
