Huddleston, Mr. Smyth, Ms. Davidson, Dr. Parker, Dr. Hongo and Dr. Schwindt voting aye.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT  
 
Budget Status Report 
Mr. Braatz attached the 2009-2011 budget report for the Board’s review. The report, which 
extends from July 1, 2009 through November 30, 2009, shows revenue of $354,528.99 and 
expenditures of $412,110.31.  Mr. Braatz stated that we were about to begin the dental renewal 
process, which would now be completely on-line. He added that any budget questions from the 
Board would be welcome.  
 
Customer Service Survey Report 
Mr. Braatz stated that the customer service survey results show that the OBD continues to receive 
positive comments from the majority of those that return the surveys.  Mr. Braatz stated that a 
booklet containing all of the comments received was available for the Board to review.  He added 
that the survey return rate was approaching 30%, which was great, and he believed it was due to 
the fact that we still mailed paper surveys and included a prepaid return envelope.  
 
Board and Staff Speaking Engagements 
Monday, January 4, 2010 – Dr. Kleinstub made a presentation to the Dental Hygiene students at 

Apollo College in Portland.  
Wednesday, January 20, 2010 - Dr. Kleinstub and Mr. Braatz made a presentation to the senior 

Dental students at OHSU. 
Wednesday, January 20, 2010 – Harvey Wayson made a presentation about the New HPP 

program to the Multnomah County Dental Society.  
 
AADA, AADB Mid-Year Meeting and ADA National Dental Examiners’ Advisory Forum 
Mr. Braatz asked the Board to authorize his attendance to this year’s AADB Mid-Year Meeting, 
AADA meeting, and the ADA National Dental Examiners’ Advisory Forum, which will be held 
April 11-12 in Chicago, IL.  He added that Ms. Lindley, the Board’s Sr. AAG, will be attending the 
Board Attorneys’ Roundtable and that Ms. Mason and Dr. Parker will be attending the AADB 
meeting as representatives of the Board. 
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Dr. Hongo moved and Dr. Magnuson seconded that the Board authorize Mr. Braatz’s attendance 
at the meetings.  The motion passed with Dr. Magnuson, Dr. Nichols, Dr. Huddleston, Mr. Smyth, 
Ms. Davidson, Dr. Parker, Dr. Hongo and Dr. Schwindt voting aye. 
 
 
Letter from Governor Kulongoski Regarding Executive Director’s Employment Status 
Mr. Braatz attached a letter from Governor Kulongoski’s office, for the Board’s review, regarding 
Mr. Braatz’s change in employment status as a result of the passage of HB 2118.  The status 
change affected all executive directors of health professional regulatory boards.  
 
2010 Special Legislative Session 
Mr. Braatz reminded the Board that the Oregon Legislature is scheduled to meet February 1, 
2010 through February 28, 2010 in a special session to take up approximately 200 legislative bills. 
Mr. Braatz stated that he had attached two proposals that would affect dentistry and/or dental 
hygiene.  
 
SB 1004 – Brought to legislature by the Oregon Dental Hygienists’ Association and the Rural 
House Policy group.  SB 1004 would allow LAP Hygienists to administer local anesthesia and 
interim therapeutic restorations to patients.  Dr. Huddleston asked if the disagreement between 
ODA, ODHA and OBD had resolved the issue over the interim therapeutic restoration that had 
been brought up previously.  Mr. Cosgrove, ODHA’s lobbyist, said that this bill is technically just a 
place holder and is not the result of any negotiations between ODA, ODHA and the OBD; and that 
those negotiations had stalled.  He added that the local anesthesia issue had a resolution but 
nothing had been decided with interim therapeutic restoration and we will proceed with those 
negotiations in the future. 
  
Dr. Jones, ODA representative, said only two dentists at the meeting were in consensus with the  
ODHA over the local anesthesia issue and that the meetings had not stalled, but the next meeting 
had been canceled due to lack of information over the interim therapeutic restoration.  Dr. Jones 
said that the ODA wanted to see material before they meet so they can move forward.  Ms. 
Mason stated that the OBD should continue to monitor the bill. 
 
Dr. Magnuson stated that he would like the names of the committee members this bill is assigned 
to.  Mr. Braatz said he would provide that information.   
 
SB 1035 – Would eliminate certain government agencies and add teaching standards to others. 
Our agency would be required to make an additional 10% cut in our budget.  
 
Newsletter 
Mr. Braatz stated that the newsletter was mailed in early January.  
 
 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS 
 
Division 26 – Anesthesia Rule Changes 
Mr. Braatz stated that if the Board is happy with the verbiage, Board staff can arrange a 
rulemaking hearing in May.  The biggest change will be what we consider Class 3 Permits.  Once 
the new rules go into effect, new applicants will have to meet the new requirements and we will be 
grandparenting all current Class 3 into the new rules.  
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There was much discussion over OAR 818-026-0080(2) regarding the use of anesthesia monitors 
and the need for the permit holder to be in the room while a patient is sedated.  Dr. Hongo moved 
and Dr. Parker seconded that the Board make no changes to section OAR 818-026-0080(2), 
leaving it as it currently reads in the Dental Practice Act.  The motion passed with Dr. Nichols, Dr. 
Huddleston, Mr. Smyth, Ms. Davidson, Dr. Parker, Dr. Hongo and Dr. Schwindt voting aye.  Dr. 
Magnuson was opposed. 
  
Dr. Huddleston moved and Dr. Hongo seconded to move Division 26, as amended, to a 
rulemaking hearing.  The motion passed with Dr. Magnuson, Dr. Nichols, Dr. Huddleston, Mr. 
Smyth, Ms. Davidson, Dr. Parker, Dr. Hongo and Dr. Schwindt voting aye.   
 
 
CORRESPONDENCE    
 
The Board received a letter from Peggy C. Ross, Director, Governor’s Affirmative Action 
Office  
Ms. Ross sent a letter to the Board regarding the Oregon Youth Authority’s “Art on Loan” 
program, encouraging state agencies to utilize the program “for the benefit of the staff to enjoy, 
and to recognize and embrace diversity.”  Mr. Braatz tried to notify Ms. Ross that the Board office 
is very small, rarely visited by the public and already has a nice collection of art for staff to enjoy.    
 
The Board received a letter from Martha Schrader, Chair, Senate Veterans Committee & 
Jean Cowan, Chair, House Veterans Committee 
Both Ms. Schrader and Ms. Cowan wrote thanking the Board for their effort to ensure that 
Veterans in the state of Oregon obtain the benefits they have earned.  
 
The Board received a letter from Samuel J. Higdon, D.D.S. 
Dr. Higdon raised issues with the Board regarding TMD and TMJ issues. Dr. Kleinstub stated that 
at one point the Board did have a committee for TMJ and it was dissolved due to lack of 
conclusion of what to do.  The Board directed staff to thank Dr. Higdon for his input but at this time 
the Board has too many other issues to resolve.  
 
OTHER BUSINESS 
 
Request for Approval of Restorative Curriculum – Columbia Basin College 
Dr. Magnuson moved and Ms. Davidson seconded that the Board approve the curriculum as 
presented.  The motion passed with Dr. Magnuson, Dr. Nichols, Dr. Huddleston, Mr. Smyth, Ms. 
Davidson, Dr. Parker, Dr. Hongo and Dr. Schwindt voting aye. 
 
Use of Botox and Dermal Fillers in the Dental Office 
Louis Malcmacher, D.D.S., M.A.G.D., a specialist in Botox/dermal fillers of Cleveland, OH was 
available via speaker phone upon Dr. Huddleston’s request, to discuss the use of Botox and 
dermal fillers in the dental office.  Ms. Mason asked Dr. Malcmacher to list the situations where 
there is dental justification for the use of Botox or dermal fillers. Dr. Malcmacher stated that uses 
include TMJ, facial pain patients, lip issues which affect tooth movement, and bruxism cases to 
name a few. Dr. Malcmacher also stated that most state dental boards allow the use of Botox or 
dermal fillers.  The Board thanked Dr. Malcmacher for his information and input into the situation.  
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Dr. Nichols joined the Board meeting. 
 
Dr. Nichols stated that many states do tie the use of Botox or dermal fillers to dental procedures of 
the mouth, and do not allow it to be used as a cosmetic treatment only.  
 
After much discussion, Dr. Nichols suggested that Botox and dermal fillers are procedures that 
should obviously be allowed by dentists, but that it is also a new scenario to dentistry so the 
Board should have standards and guidelines in place for those who want to do these procedures 
as our primary duty is to ensure public safety. 
  
Ms. Mason moved this discussion to the Licensing, Standards and Competency Committee, 
headed my Ms. Davidson, for formulation of the standards and guidelines that will be required of 
our Licensees.  
 
Request for Clarification of “Teaching all aspects of clinical dental hygiene”  
Ms. Haynes, the Board’s Licensing Manager, asked the Board for clarification regarding “teaching 
all aspects of clinical dental hygiene,” as she is receiving applications from individuals who are 
trying to count lecture hours as clinical practice.  Ms. Haynes stated that she believed the original 
intent of the Board was to be the actual clinical, hands on courses being taught, not lecture.  
 
The Board was in agreement with Ms. Haynes and stated that clinical practice means hands on 
work in a clinical environment that had to do with your students. 
 
Dr. Magnuson moved and Ms. Davidson seconded that the Board clarify the policy to state that 
“clinical dental hygiene excludes didactic portions of the curriculum.”  The motion passed with Dr. 
Magnuson, Dr. Nichols, Dr. Huddleston, Mr. Smyth, Ms. Davidson, Dr. Parker, Dr. Hongo and Dr.
