SB 342 Instructor Hours

As most of you are aware, DPSST is very excited about the recent passage of SB342 which allows PERS retired instructors to work more than 1039 hours in a year without affecting their retirement.
I would like to make sure to that all instructors understand the full impact to their work schedules with the implementation of this change in law, beginning January of 2008.

This bill allows DPSST to now consider PERS retired instructors for part-time or full-time positions with DPSST when they become available.  However, this does not lift the current cap of 300 hours per quarter for our part time instructors.  Therefore, the net gain for most PERS retired part-time instructors will be an additional 161 hours per year.  We still expect all part-time instructors to track their hours and make sure they do not exceed the 300 hour per quarter cap.
