Francis McCormick died as a result of a 30 
foot fall from a railroad trestle at a fire which 
destroyed the Northwest Box Factory.  
McCormick was hit by a hose and hurled to 
the railroad track below.  He was taken to 
Good Samaritan Hospital where he died with 
a skull fracture and several broken ribs.
