SB 1567 — Recommend Strategy to Increase
Geographic Diversity of Fuel Storage in Oregon

e Prioritize most vulnerable and isolated communities to Cascadia impacts

Energy Insecurity Story TR

January 2023 Highway 101 Closure Impacts Fuel Deliveries to Southern Oregon

e Landslide underneath U.S. Highway 101 caused the roadway to drop as much as 12 feet
* Alllanes of U.S. Highway 101 closed to traffic on the southern coast for nearly a week

No local detour on this stretch of highway - backbone of Oregon’s coastal transportation system

Energy Insecurity Story S

2021 Jet Fuel Issues

e COVID restrictions lifted, sudden increase in commercial air travel, and early wildfire
season triggered jet fuel issues

» Jet fuel distributors already working at capacity had difficulty meeting additional sudden
demand increase

New procedures and partnerships established

* Fuel Coordination Group established

- Oregon State Departments of Forestry, Energy, and Aviation
- U.S. Forest Service and Bureau of Land Management

» Jet fuel distributor dedicates truck and driver to deliver
supply to airports when requested by ODOE

Energy Insecurity Story S

September 2022 Public Safety Power Shutoff (PSPS)

e Gusty winds and extreme fire conditions led multiple electric utilities to implement PSPS
 Goal was to prevent possible fire ignitions from the electric infrastructure
