Chair Ryan Melton called the meeting to order at 9:07 a.m. via telephone conference call.  Ryan Melton requested a roll call of those members and staff in attendance.

EXECUTIVE SESSION 

The Board convened in Executive Session at 9:08 a.m. to consult with counsel concerning the legal rights and duties of a public body with regard to current litigation or litigation likely to be filed through authority provided in ORS 192.660(2)(h). Legal Counsel announced that only Board members and Board staff were allowed on the teleconference; all others were directed to disconnect from the call.

PUBLIC SESSION 
The Board reconvened in Public Session at 9:39 a.m.

COMPLIANCE ISSUES

Julia Smith moved and Nila Epstein seconded a motion to consider Rachel Weldon’s exceptions to the final order imposing discipline. A roll call vote was taken; the motion passed unanimously (4-0).

Ms. Weldon claimed that the Board’s conclusions in the final order are unsupported by the evidence, and the Board used “when” instead of “if” in its order when referring to facts not established by the evidence.  Lee Anne Wichmann moved and Nila Epstein seconded a motion to reject the exceptions filed by Rachel Weldon to the final order, with the exception of changing several “when”s to “If”s. A roll call vote was taken; the motion passed unanimously (4-0).

Lee Anne Wichmann moved and Julia Smith seconded a motion to deny Rachel Weldon’s request for stay of enforcement of discipline. A roll call vote was taken; the motion passed unanimously (4-0).
Lee Anne Wichmann moved and Nila Epstein seconded a motion to deny the request for a special exception allowing Rachel Weldon to continue treating a certain client. A roll call vote was taken; the motion passed unanimously (4-0).

The Board directed staff to work with Legal Counsel to implement the changes to legal documents.
