8 The Board of Naturopathic Medicine (Board) is the state agency responsible for
9 licensing, regulating and disciplining naturopathic physicians in the State of Oregon. Lawrence

10 J. Herdener, ND. (Licensee) is a licensed naturopathic physician currently practicing in Oregon.

11 The Board issued a Notice of Intent to Discipline and Right to Hearing (Notice) on May
12 10, 2010. Licensce tumely requested‘a hearing. The parties desire to settle this matter without
13 any hearing, appeal or judicial review by entering this Settlement Agreement and Consent Order,

14  pursuant to ORS 183.417(3).

15 SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT
16 The Board and Licensee agree to resolve these matters informally on the following terms:
17 1. Licensee stipulates that he acted ds a medical consultant for a weight loss clinic,

18 - during which time he approved the weight loss clinic’s customers for use of human chorionic

19  gonadotropin (HcG) without first conducting a physical exam of those customers.
20 2. Licensee stipulates that he engaged in unprofessional conduct in violation of ORS
21 685.110(8), (15) (2007) and OAR 850-050-0190(8) (aiding or abetting the practice of healthcare

22 by an unlicensed person).

23 3. Licensee agrees the Board may enter the Consent Order set forth below.
24 4. Licensee enters into this Settlement Agreement and Consent Order voluntarily
25  and without any force or duress. Licensee acknowledges that no promises or representation not

26  stated herein have been made to induce Licensee to sign this Settlement.
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3. Licensee understands that he has the right to a contested case hearing under the
Administrative Procedures Act (ORS Chapter 183), and fully and finally waives any and all right
to a hearing and any rights to appeal or otherwise challenge this Settlement Agreement and
Consent Order.

6. The parties acknowledge that this Settlement Agreement and Consent Order is a
public document.

7. This Settlement Agreement and Consent Order shall take effect on the date it is

signed by the Board.
- CONSENT ORDER

‘The Board issues the following final order:

1. Licensee is hereby reprimanded.

2. Withil_l one year of the effective date of this order, Licensee shall complete a total of
fifteen (15) hours of Board-approved continuihg education‘i in addition to the hours
required of all Jicensed naturopaths for license renewal. The fifteen additional hours
required by this paragraph shall be in the following subjects: five (5) hours shall address
prescription writing practices, five (5) hours shall be on ethical standards for naturopaths,
and five (5) hours shall address charting practices for naturopaths.

3. Licensee shall pay civil penalties of $3,000. Payment of this amount shall be made
within one year of the effective date of this order. Payment arrangements may be made

with the Board’s executive director.
