Providing before and a�er school academic enrichment ac�vi�es for our high-needs, focal 
group elementary students, the St. Helens 21st Century Learning Center is a partnership 
between the St. Helens School District and the City of St. Helens to serve our three high-need 
elementary schools (Lewis and Clark, McBride, and Columbia City). This program priori�zes 
fostering a sense of connectedness and safe spaces, while inten�onally developing the whole 
child. The St. Helens 21st CCLC enrichment program offers an accessible, familiar community 
site for youth in grades K-5 to gather for healthy snacks, physical ac�vity, life skills, homework 
assistance, and explora�on in STEAM, entrepreneurship, DRUG free lessons, internet safety, and 
more. Leaning on the exper�se of local community arts organiza�ons; musicians; and librarians, 
students will explore experien�al learning in math and science, as well as music and arts 
ac�vi�es designed to increase student engagement, standardized performance, and nurture 
social-emo�onal health and self-esteem. The program will begin with one site at Lewis and 
Clark Elementary, and will expand upon success to addi�onal sites at McBride and Columbia 
City.
