Connect Oregon is an initiative established by the 2005 state legislature to invest in non-
highway modes of transportation. Future rounds of the program will fund aviation, rail,
and marine projects, and previous rounds included bicycle/pedestrian and transit
projects.

Program supports economic development through roadway improvements and provide
funds in order to respond quickly to economic development opportunities.

Projects that encourage innovation and collaboration in meeting the transportation needs
of members of historically excluded groups.

Rapid Response Grants are for communities in which a recent crash occurred in
the last twenty-four months involving a pedestrian or a bicyclist and the
pedestrian/bicyclist was injured, seriously injured, or killed and the proposed
project specifically addresses this incident effectively and cost effectively, or an
urgent opportunity arises which means that something substantial and
unexpected has changed and must be addressed before the next Competitive
Grant cycle.

Incorporated cities with populations of 5,000 or fewer. Projects located on streets
that are not part of the state highway system and that are inadequate for the
capacity they serve or are in a condition detrimental to safety.

Program helps communities address pressing transportation, land use, and
growth management issues. TGM grants are for long range planning work that
lead to local policy decisions.
