Placing Click to Quit on your web site

Click to Quit is a button or banner that resides on a web site that links to the Oregon Tobacco Quit Line’s website for Online Registration (www.quitnow.net/oregon/).  

Placing a Click to Quit button helps you promote the Oregon Tobacco Quit Line by:
· Increasing enrollment by providing an easy way for participants to connect via the web.

· Increasing program visibility: these graphics can be placed in multiple places online, tied into social media efforts, or included in email signatures.  

Your web pages will do more than introduce the program.  They will become the link between the participant and the Quit Line.

· Click to Quit registrations are handled just like a normal inbound phone call to the Quit Line.

· Potential participants have an opportunity to browse the website and learn more about the Quit Line and what to expect before they register.

· The button will support the National Quit Line number (1-800-QUIT-NOW).

How does Click to Quit work from the participant’s experience?

A participant simply:

1) clicks the button or banner on the web page

2) is redirected to a very easy-to-navigate website (www.quitnow.net/oregon/) 
3) can browse through the site or immediately click “enroll now”
4) answers several registration questions and 

5) determines when they want to talk to a Quit Coach  (Participants are given the option to have a Quit Coach contact them immediately)

How do I use the images?

· Place the image on one or multiple web pages, or email signature

· Create a link to www.quitnow.net/oregon/
