Subject: Oregon Health Authority (OHA)-Radiation Protection Services (RPS) Pending Tanning 
               Registration Fee Increases   
The Center for Health Protection, Radiation Protection Services (RPS) is releasing this informational bulletin to advise Tanning Facility Registrants of a pending registration fee increase. 
Due to on-going program expenditure increases (i.e., personnel compensation, equipment maintenance, fleet and rent charges) and flat legislative approved program funding, the Oregon Legislature recognized there is an essential need to create sustainable funding for upcoming biennia in-order-for RPS to continue conducting health and safety regulatory inspections, issuing licenses and meeting emergency response requirements. The last fee increase was in 2015.  
In June 2021, the Oregon Legislature passed House Bill (HB) 2075 and it was subsequently enacted by the Governor. HB 2075 increases the tanning registrant annual user-fee cap for any entity doing business in this state as a tanning facility. ORS 453.729(1) requires tanning facilities to register each tanning device. 
Per HB 2075 and the resulting amended ORS 453.729(2) requirement, the registration shall include payment of an annual registration fee, not to exceed $200 per tanning device, in an amount prescribed by the authority (OHA) by rule that is sufficient to cover the costs of administering the regulatory program.

The Oregon Health Authority, Radiation Protection Services recognizes that, due to COVID, there has been a significant financial impact on the tanning retail industry. To help provide relief, the annual tanning registration fee will increase from $150 to $175 at this time (versus to the $200 allowable cap amount) and the registration fee payment deadline is being extended. The new $175 registration fee will become operative on January 1, 2022. 
In lieu of registration billing this Fall, 2021, RPS is extending the current validation certificates through February 28, 2022. Invoices will be sent on January 1, 2022 to registrants for review and to be returned with payment no later than March 1, 2022.
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In the interim, RPS will complete a rulemaking process to ensure Oregon Administrative Rules are compatible with the new statute, including a public hearing in November 2021.  The date and time of the Public Hearing will be posted on the RPS and Secretary of State websites.
