Scoring Results

· Not eligible, negative screen: Family has fewer than two risk factors or did not have either depression or substance abuse as a risk factor.

· Eligible (positive screen); Interested if available: Family eligible for and interested in receiving services if there is room in the program.

· Eligible (positive screen); Declined, parent too busy: Family was eligible for, but declined, services because the parent didn't have time to participate.

· Eligible (positive screen); Declined, feels services are not needed: Family was eligible for, but declined, services because the parent did not feel that services were needed.

· Eligible (positive screen); Declined, other (explain): Provide a brief description of why the family declined. If reason is unknown indicate “reason unknown”.

· Eligible (positive screen); Not offered, already enrolled in another (non-Healthy Families Oregon) service: Family was eligible for services but was already receiving other services (Nurse-Family Partnership, etc.).

· Eligible (positive screen); Referred to another (non-Healthy Families Oregon) service: Family was eligible for services but was referred to a more appropriate service based on their needs.

· Eligible (positive screen); Reconfirm Interest at Follow up: Family was eligible for services and the program should follow up with a service offer if available.

Families who are Eligible, Interested if available or Eligible, Reconfirm Interest at Follow up AND have received a first home visit, comprise the population receiving home visits from Healthy Families Oregon.
