Oregon Health Authority Seeks Nominations for a 
Child and Family Well-Being Measures Workgroup

On behalf of the Joint Early Learning Council (ELC) and Oregon Health Policy Board (OHPB) Subcommittee [Joint Subcommittee], the Oregon Health Authority (OHA) is seeking nominees to participate in a workgroup to advise the Joint Subcommittee on measures for a cross-systems Child and Family Well-Being measurement strategy.

The Joint Subcommittee was convened in December 2012 to ensure alignment between health and early learning system transformation. Its proposal, Towards Collective Impact, was adopted in late 2013 by both policy bodies and includes recommendations for a shared Child and Family Well-Being Measurement Strategy. This strategy will represent a statewide, coordinated approach for measuring child and family well-being that transcends traditional silos and drives cross-sector strategic planning, mutually reinforcing actions and policy decisions. This measurement approach will also provide local-level data to communities to help inform priorities and improvement plans, with particular attention to equity.
The Child and Family Well-Being Measures Workgroup will be asked to recommend a set of measures and/or indicators in the following five domains: family stability, education, prevention, health care and access, and systems of care.

Representatives from a broad set of stakeholders are encouraged to apply, including those with quality measurement expertise and perspectives that cross child and family-serving communities such as health, early learning, education, and human services. In addition, the Joint Subcommittee seeks representation from the following specific groups:
