Last reviewed at VbBS in May, 2016. Minutes indicate that the staff recommendation was accepted without significant discussion.

The following was presented in the meeting materials for the May, 2016 VbBS meeting:

0. CPT 97028 Application of a modality to 1 or more areas; ultraviolet
0. Technique in which light waves are used for treatment of a physical condition.  There is another type of light therapy used to treat skin conditions such as psoriasis

1. N=7 RCTs (403 patients), comparing phototherapy to standard care or sham phototherapy
1. Overall, there was insufficient evidence to determine the relative effects of phototherapy for healing pressure ulcers. 
1. Among five studies reporting the rate of change in ulcer area, three studies found no statistically significant difference between the two groups. 
1. Authors’ conclusions: We are very uncertain as to the effects of phototherapy in treating pressure ulcers. The quality of evidence is very low due to the unclear risk of bias and small number of trials available for analysis. The possibility of benefit or harm of this treatment cannot be ruled out. Further research is recommended.

1. Add CPT 97028 (Application of a modality to 1 or more areas; ultraviolet) to the Services Recommended for Non-Coverage Table due to lack of evidence of effectiveness
