RULE SUMMARY

Smoking of tobacco products is currently restricted on properties managed by the Oregon Parks and Recreation Department.  Visitors are not
allowed to smoke in: public buildings; park lands, including but not limited to trails; developed day use areas and waysides with the exception
of those day use areas designated as Safety Rest Areas; park roadways; and areas within campgrounds with the exception of designated
campsites.  This rule would extend that smoking restriction to ocean shore recreation area managed by the Oregon Parks and Recreation
Department.
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Prohibits Smoking of Tobacco Products on the Ocean Shore
