Introductions were made.  
Minutes from January were approved, with corrections to the heading of the document.

Volunteer Compensation:
Nobody has gotten any negative feedback surrounding the new volunteer pay scale.  

Apparatus Rates:
It’s hard to capture all of the various caveats using graphs.  Douglas distributed a number of graphs, some of which showed Oregon’s rates to be superior to the other states when you take into account that personnel and apparatus are paid for 24-hour days.  The group agreed that the graphs represent the information better than the spreadsheet, and further agreed to make Oregon red on the graphs so it will be easier to spot.  
The group noted that Oregon currently pays less for a T6 than does its neighbors.  The group agreed to recommend that the T6 rate be adjusted from $25 to $50/hour.  

Fire Defense Board Training:
Greg has a list of changes to make to the PowerPoint including the removal of the resource typing information.  He’s also going to add some information about unprotected lands and the online fire resource database and emphasize the importance of communication during the conflagration request process.  He’ll be adding a scenario involving the South County Complex in which participants can walk through the completion of the Conflagration Request Form.  
Greg will be giving the presentation a few times to practice it and make further changes as they are identified.  
The group agreed that marketing the training was important.  Thus far, the announcement has been in the last two Gated Wyes.  The agenda and a registration will go out to all Oregon Fire Chiefs next.  Les will mention it during the next OFCA meeting.  Mariana will attempt to get the announcement into the Daily Dispatch.  

OEMA:
The OEMA Conference is in October, and they’re not yet seeking presenters.  Douglas believes that would be an excellent opportunity to educate Emergency Managers about the Mob Plan and the Emergency Response Unit in general.  Douglas has agreed to make that presentation.  

Unprotected Lands:
Jerry brought up the issues his district has faced with regards to apparatus rates and being expected to provide coverage for unprotected lands.  He feels as though the apparatus rates are too low and don’t allow his district to negotiate.  The group agreed this issue can best be solved by adding language to the unprotected section stating that districts can charge ‘at least’ the listed rate, ‘or more.’  

Communication from Chiefs:
Only positive feedback has been received for the draft 2013 Mob Plan.  No comments have been received.  

Other Business:
Douglas is resigning as Chair of the Mob Plan Committee.  Anyone interested in chairing the committee in 2014 should contact Mariana.
