Joint Fire Service Legislative Committee – Nicole Palmateer

This is a federal initiative which allows reimbursement rate between the difference in what is currently compensated between Medicaid transport vs. the actual cost of transport up to 65%. Nicole stated they are working very hard on this initiative and appreciates all the support from fire service and fire service associations. 
Nicole also stated the protected lands bill will not moving forward, but stated the conversations will continue on how to provide protection to these areas.
