Announcements and discussion:

Marcus has a possible speaker for next month's meeting:  Alice Bush, now with Multnomah County, was with Clackamas Fire stationed in Gresham (?).

Brian was contacted by Casey Wallace – NET Team, St Johns/Canton area – asking what are the hazards in that area, what fire stations serve that area, and who created the maps?  ODOT?

LEPC Annual Meeting is Friday March 14, 9-ll am at the Fire Training Center.  There are two speakers planned.  The executive committee will meet the month before.  The LEPC has to cover the whole county.  Multnomah County will have a large hazmat annex.  It will define what is going to occur, who will respond, and City of Portland's response.  

Siltronic has updated its TMAH documents and training in response to the presentation at ECHO by John Ratliff.  

Scenario for today's discussion: using the example of the Christchurch, NZ earthquake:  what a community does after a disaster.  What would a NW industrial area earthquake plan look like?

One large facility indicated that if the plant goes, business resumption would not happen here.  The business would resume elsewhere.

The Cascadian subduction zone earthquake (aka the Big One) will likely cause 4-6 minutes of hard shaking where one cannot stand up.  The first lucky break is getting out of the building.  Plan for the first 24 hours and then how to get home.

1st minutes:  what to tell staff?  Evacuate? Where?  They will try to go home.  Can't or won't stick around.  But they have to be safe before they can go anywhere.  Where is there a safe place with shelter, food, and water, (and upwind).  Upwind of which facility?

The biggest commodity we have is contacts.  Share information on resources- e.g. back hoe, ERT personnel, Metro has front end loaders, etc.

Important to have plan with family so that they will try to be safe wherever they are, and then where to meet when it is possible.

Many issues raised.  Let's continue this conversation and brain-storming.
